THE BORDERS OF ART

The paper examines delimitation art and non-art as a crucial issue in contemporary philosophy of art. This thesis is developed with a special
reference to Thierry de Duve’s nominalistic theory and is argued that this theory traces some opportunity for seeking answer the question indicated
in the title. The author agrees with the main idea that name of an art is a performative, which makes changes in our mind and transform a mere
thing into a work of art. This is an actual way to create the borders of art, which means to accept a unique point of view with a unique attitude to the
world. The article states that the provocative statement "all can be art, but not all is art" gives us necessary tension to overcome the traditional
essentialist mode of thinking. However, the author puts in question the ideas, which have implicit essentialist connotations.

Duve’s theory argues that aesthetic judgement is a main condition for establishing the borders of art. The theory explores a crucial change of judgement about art.
The judgment "this is art' is functioning like the judgment “this is beautiful” in the previous time and they two have equivalent attributes in the art and human life. |
refute these ideas as not convincing and prove the alternative theses: the name of art performative power is determined primarily with social and cultural factors (not
aesthetic judgment). The author offer the TV show episode The National Anthem (Black Mirror) as a model for testing the theory. It is evident that modern notion of art is
tied to existence of the autonomous social "artworld” (Arthur Danto), or cultural field (Pierre Bourdieu) or social system (Niclas Luhmann). Any judgment about art
cannot escape its destiny to divide people and social opinion. As a result, we have at least two subjects (instead of one) with different statuses and authority to say and
to be heard. The author concludes that judgment “this is art” is political as such but judgment “this is beautiful” is not.

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THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK AND METHODOLOGICAL CONCEPTS OF DESIGN CULTURE

The article is devoted to introducing new theoretical frameworks and methodological concepts from the field known as science and technology
studies (STS) and discussing their potential for design history. The concepts of design and culture are analyzed and compared within the article, provid-
ing the possibility of developing the complex concept of “design culture”. The study shows that design can be considered as a social and cultural phe-
nomenon, that design historians may find that the sociology and the history of technology can provide an appropriate theoretical framework and meth-
odological repertoire for studying design, not only as the part of art history. The article introduces main concepts from science and technology studies

that might be of particular value to design history and culture, focusing on actor-network theory, script analysis and domestication.
Key words: design, design culture, design history, art history, actor-network theory, script analysis, domestication.

Formulation of the problem. Trends in the study areas of
design spread beyond consideration about it as historiography
of "good designers" and "good design objects". In the twentieth
century, design is not just a set of phenomena, though it ap-
pears to researchers in manifold aspects of the interaction of
its elements: from the idea to the planning, production and
consumption. The interweaving of tangible and intangible ele-
ments of everyday life traditionally belongs to the complex of
discourse, actions, structures and relationships, derived by
modern historians and cultural studies researchers as a sepa-
rate academic field delineated as a "culture of design". The
study of the field reached the theoretical level, focusing on the
methodological and conceptual aspects of the discipline.

Design culture as a new field of academic research
provides new ways of social and cultural studies, reveal-
ing the material world, which reflects the system of body,
emotional, aesthetic and economic discourse.

Analysis of research and publications. The theo-
retical framework of the design culture conceptualization
is built within the concept Modern, modernity and mod-
ernism by Jean Baudrillard, episteme by Michel Foucault
and discourse by Mihail Bakhtin. Among the researchers
of the design history and design culture Judy Attfield,
Anna Calvera, David Carlson, Kjetil Fallan, Garry Julier,
Victor Margolin and John Walker are the most significant.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of the study is
built in a historical paradigm containing multi-conceptual
components, addressing its proposes defining new paths
not only within the history of art (which recently claimed
the definition of design in the narrow frame of applied
arts), but through implementation problems of design as
substantive field of cultural studies, sociology, history,
technology, aesthetics and social philosophy.

Exposition of the main material of the study. Design
today is considered not only as the aspect of everyday life,
but also as the complex theoretical field of cultural and so-
cial studies. It allows researchers to see the most prominent
paradoxes of modern society and culture. Nowadays it is the
discussion on the level of ideas and the meanings they me-
diate, which helps constitute a rich conceptual material for
cultural history. Coming this way, the first thing we need to
do is to provide a comparative analysis of the design and
culture terms, as D. Carlson does. “Design and culture have
always been closely interrelated, but in many instances de-
sign is flaunted as the true measure of culture, rather than
belonging to part of cultural context of the society. Design
has become the embodiment of a larger process of creative
‘culture-mongering’ that has become a means to capture
ideation, innovation and enterprise and made to stand for
cultural identity” [3].

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There are some conceptual issues within analyzing
the both terms together, in connection with each other.
That is why the researcher need to make a terminological
reduction: “Design has become synonymous with the
labelling of culture; 'designed culture’, now represents
not only the emblem of cultural prosperity, but is consid-
ered as a means to legitimatize whole areas of urban
regeneration, and for gaining international recognition as
well as mediating for social change” [3].

The term of design culture cannot be studied without
the framework of design history — the concept which also
need explication. Design history was traditionally consid-
ered as the history of designed objects of high (aesthetic)
quality and the designers, ideas, movements and institu-
tions that conceived those objects. But today we associ-
ate this term with practices and phenomena, as it be-
comes more and more difficult to maintain or establish
neat definitions and categorizations of what makes up
the subject matter for design history. As V. Margolin ex-
plains, “Design history as an academic subject received
its first major impetus in the early 1970s in Great Britain.
When design history first began to emerge in Great Brit-
ain, those involved felt it important to mark the subject
“design” with boundaries that would shape the develop-
ment of its historical accounts” [7, p.34-35]. Modern re-
searcher find two main locations for design history — one
in relation to the “discourse and particular concerns of its
own practitioners” and the other in “relation to the wider
field of design discourse”, where it can contribute to the
ongoing research about design and its future.

John Walker describes the term ‘design’ as one with
complex meaning and structure, with changing attributes
and connotations. Today we know this word having sev-
eral key meanings: “...like most other words, ‘design’
causes ambiguities because it has more than one com-
mon meaning: it can refer to a process (the act or prac-
tice of designing); or to the result of that process (a de-
sign, sketch, plan or model); or to the products manufac-
tured with the aid of a design (designed goods); or to the
look of overall pattern of a product (“I like the design of
that dress”)” [8, p.42].

That is why, there is a need to provide a wide study of
these concepts within three aspect of disciplinary reflex-
ivity — historiography, theory and methodology, and epis-
temology. In this article historiography, theory and meth-
odology are being analyzed, concerning the interdiscipli-
narity of the subject.

Historiographical survey presents a brief outline of
the development of the design field, theoretical and
methodological survey discusses a selection of recent
perspectives and concepts appropriated from other
fields of study and how it may enrich design history
research.

Talking about the general field of design history, K.
Fallan says that it is “...normally thought to encompass a
far wider subject matter, including pre-industrial and non-
industrial manufacture, and spanning graphic design,
fashion, textiles, interior design and craft” [4, p.4].

It is important to remember the sources that played
their big role in design history conceptual formation. For
example, it was the journal Block, which was established
in 1979 (and discontinued in 1989). Inspired in particular
by French social theorists such as Pierre Bourdieu, Jean
Baudrillard and Michel Foucault, this new journal provided
the articles where art history, cultural studies and design
history were exposed. Also, the authors of this journal did
not agree with rejection of academic approaches of art
history influencing the subject. They explained design his-
tory as ‘the undergrowth of visual culture’ [4, p.7].

Another important journal was the Journal of Design His-
tory has showed design history in variety of its representa-
tions, including articles about history of creative ideas and
matching them with studies of economic and political history
and post-colonial, feminist/social and cultural context, com-
bining with history of technology and business history. Other
sciences presented in the journal were ethnology and psy-
choanalysis. The Journal of Design History enlightened
such crucial subjects as “legal matters of designs (intellec-
tual property problems), consumption, propaganda films and
television, design journalism, aviation design, participative
design processes, eco-design, period furniture, toys, import
trading, bicycles, packaging, product photography, com-
puters, artificial limbs and do-it-yourself boat building have
been probed” [4, p.7]. The great number of topics and
methods represented in that journal makes it ever more
complicated to find the exact meaning of design, design
history and design culture. But with the help of such diversity
there is a big chance to discuss and understand as much
aspects of this theoretical field as we can.

Talking about the meaning of design history within the
theoretical discourse, Judy Attfield, a prominent design
historian, has taken a particular interest in material culture
studies and considered one of the prime virtues of material
culture studies approach to design history to be ‘that it
does not exclude any artefact or part of the mundane eve-
ryday object-word and meant venturing into territories that
were once considered beyond the pale’ [1, p.373].

The historiographical survey shows the importance of
exploring how design history has developed over the XXth
and XXlst centuries and has included some of the influen-
tial debates and concerns that have shaped the field.

The theoretical and methodological concepts should be
explored more thoroughly in design history. They can trans-
form the reception and vision of design history beyond than
just the discipline of art history or technology history. The
narrative of design history usually stuck to formal and aes-
thetic aspects, although it needs the contextualization that
can be different and more interesting one.

One of the most popular method of design history rese-
arch is actor-network theory: the networks is a large and in-
tricate field of connections and communication between ac-
tors (actants), and the roles of the various actors highly dissi-
milar. K. Fallan explains the principle of the theory in details:
“But who are these actors? Imagining the analysis of the de-
sign process, a general, tentative, and far from exhaustive list
could look something like this; company management and
board, product planners, product management, in-house de-
signers, consultant designers, engineers, technicians, produ-
ction workers, sales department, marketing department, ad-
vertising agency, trade unions, interest groups, media, distri-
bution systems, sales channels and a multitude of user
groups. The list can no doubt be expanded and modified, de-
pending on the character of the case study, but it can at least
indicate the contours of a network’s complexity” [4, p.69].

There is a challenging problem within this theory, con-
ceming the issues of interactions between human and non-
human actants inside the common network. Though it can
develop into promising perspective of analyzing design proc-
esses, products and their meanings in the writing of a cultural
history of design. Another problem is that researcher can be
seduced by the agency of the co-called “great human actors”,
losing sight of the other inhabitants — humans as well as non-
human — of the actor network, as K. Fallan also admits. “De-
signers thus refine actors with specific tastes, competences,
motives, aspirations, political prejudices, and the rest, and
they assume that morality, technology, science and economy
will evolve in particular ways. A large part of the work of inno-
vations is that of ‘inscribing’ that vision of (or prediction about)
the world in the technical content of the new object. | will call
the end product of this work a ‘script’ or ‘scenario” [4, p.79].
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This methodological possibility while analyzing the cul-
tural history of design is called “script analysis”. This theory
can be a very convenient tool if researcher wants to get
how a user of a product functions, aesthetic expressions,
social meanings and cultural identities are constructed.
Therefore, the script analysis verifies the highest possibili-
ties that design sphere in its historical perspective.

Both actor-network theory and script analysis aim at
moving back and forth between the sphere of production
and the sphere of consumption/use in order to under-
stand the co-production of meaning. Consumers/users
play active roles in forming their lives through creative
manipulation of objects, meaning and social systems
according to their needs, desires and abilities. As K. Fal-
lan says, “In their daily lives people use products by inte-
grating and consuming them. At the same time, people
are consumed by the products as they respond to them
and engage with their properties, functions and forms” [4,
p.90-91]. This specific relationship between human and
non-human actors (people and products) is what the Brit-
ish sociologists (e.g. R. Silverstone) name as the final
stage of a “process of domestication”, which is another
methodology used within design cultural history research.

The process of domestication means that consumers
transform the things they use so they suit their needs and
desires in the best possible way (utilitarian, emotional, and
symbolic). And this is a reciprocal process: consumers be-
havior, feelings, and attitudes are transformed by the artifacts
they own. When the products’ meaning has been negotiated,
constructed and stabilized, it can function as a personal ex-
pression for the user. K. Fallan provides a definition of do-
mestication concept: “Domestication is a multidimensional
process of negotiation that involves human and non-human
actants and is characterized by conflict collaboration. ... Do-
mestication is thus neither a harmonious nor a linear process
— it is normally conflict-ridden and dynamic. ... Needs and
desires might change, external symbolic codes might be
internalized or new users might be enrolled. Such situations
can lead to redomestication of the artifacts. ... Using the
concept of domestication as a prism can provide new insight
into what the consumption and use mean” [4, p.92].

This methodological theory in some cases can be the
best way for the researcher: some kind of intermediate
position arise, where parts of the script is subscribed to
and other parts rejected or misunderstood (de-inscribed),
and a process of negotiation commences where both
product and user are adapted and transformed until a
satisfactory degree of domestication is achieved.

There is an interesting example about old American
automobiles are not only changed and adapted by their
owners in Cuba, but also, though they are everywhere on
the Cuban streets and in whole Cuban culture and eve-
ryday life, the cars also change and adapt their users.
This process is what domestication is all about.

The concept of domestication is a methodological tool
used to analyze how consumers turn things in their artifi-
cial environment into useful things, memorable objects
and valuable symbols. “One of its most attractive quali-
ties is that it follows the artifacts way past the purchase
phase and thus facilitates studies not only of consump-
tion but also of use” [4, p.97]. Agreeing with K. Fallan, we
can say that the feature of domestication can reveal its
deep meaning in design cultural history.

More interesting is the concept of “domestication of
ideology” created by Anna Calvera. Her idea is that con-
tents, forms and meanings of ideas, theories and knowl-
edge are transformed by their consumers — just as with the
domestication of artefacts [2]. But researchers find some
problems in this theory: “What is lacking in Calvera’s de-

scription to make it domestication proper, however, is that
such a process entails not only the adaptation of the
ideas/aesthetics/technologies but also the adaptation to
the ideas/aesthetics/technologies. Domestication is rela-
tional, dialectic, reciprocal — it is co-production” [4, p.100].

Looking at all the possibilities of research, design his-
tory has a vast tradition in appropriating theoretical per-
spectives and methodological approaches from other con-
ceptual fields, from the material of art history, or cooperat-
ing with material culture studies today. The methodological
theories provided here are aimed to support the theoretical
possibilities of design history, to make it better analyzed to
meet the challenges of present and future.

Design in all its controversy, from conceptual contents to
historical paradigms, from production, through mediation
and to final use. lts subject matter has expanded far beyond
the narrow attention to “good design” and “great designers”
that once were the most significant within the discipline that
it might perhaps be beneficial to use term “design culture”.
G. Julier defines “Design Culture enquiry traces a cartogra-
phy that exposes and analyses the linkages of artifacts that
constitute information flows and the spaces between them.
Second, while one might dwell on individual artifacts, this
process requires these to be seen relationally to other arti-
facts, processes, and systems. Third, it may be mobilized
not merely as analysis, but as a generative mode that pro-
duces new sensibilities, attitudes, approaches, and intellec-
tual processes in design practice. In this way, it promises a
critical and knowing pathway toward the amelioration of this
runaway world” [5, p.76].

Conclusion. Today the most prominent researchers
admit that design history does not have a very well-
defined theoretical framework and methodological appa-
ratus, nor has this seemed to be a particularly prioritized
area of inquiry. But critical discussion of the discipline’s
own history is therefore essential to its present and future
practice. First of all, it lies out of the critique of the heri-
tage from art history. But now we know that the theoreti-
cal field of design history is better suited to deal with a
subject matter far beyond the applied arts. And then it
develops into the broader academic domain of cultural
studies and the humanities, still remaining in various rela-
tions to design practice and design research.

In such way, the aspect of design history got from
material culture studies before ending up arguing for a
cultural history of design with design culture as an object
of study. As Fallan states, “...that includes both the mate-
rial and the immaterial aspects of everyday life. On one
level it is articulated through images, words, forms and
spaces. But at another it engages discourses, actions,
beliefs, structures and relationships. This shift in the fo-
cus and practice of design history is grounded and re-
flected in changes in the theoretical and methodological
aspects of the discipline” [6, p.16].

We can’t expect that all humanities and social sciences
will be charged within design culture as their point of em-
pirical convergence. But if design history is thought of as
“the history of design culture” or as “the cultural history of
design”, then it will be relevant to the humanities and so-
cial sciences more and more and appropriately, and it will
also help integrate the field design history with cultural and
social disciplines and integrate their research of new prob-
lematic and methodological instruments.

D. Carlson says that “There is an opportunity ... to
employ an approach to combine the knowledge of in-
digenous people’s and ethical ecological design, to per-
mit an exemplary form of sustainable ‘cultural permacul-
ture’ to be evolved. Central to this new concept would be
to develop an approach to Culture that maintains an au-
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thenticity and meaningful use of identity, through a broad
based and holistic approach. This progression involves a
paradigm shift in the nature of cultural dependence —
from relying primarily on universal globally imported cul-
tural criteria, to more specific, locally based, and the ref-
erencing of native traditions, rituals and symbolism. It is
necessary to look further and include values such as
authenticity, aesthetics, affectivity and compatibility, and
to see the real value of culture as designing through the
lens of humanity, to create memorable experiences, and
emotionally rewarding objects [3].

Following these prominent ideas, there is assurance
in the vast perspectives of design cultural history re-
search. And after the discursive levels of historiography,
theory and methodology, there is a need to talk about
epistemological level of design culture perception.

CULTUROLOGICAL DIMENSIONS OF ARTISTIC IMAGE

Research of the cultural artistic image is the issue of the nowadays of contemporary aesthetics. As a result, of that value that is acquired by artistic images
in a modern culture, and new creative opportunities of cultural development, in the sphere of arts that is predefined by new realities in the field of cultural exis-
tence of man in the world.

At the same time, culture-creative activity of art can appear beyond and pose vivid
embodiment of artistic idea. A work of art is able to reflect theoretical, moral, legal and other public ideas that can influence on people exactly in such their
hypostasis. To a large extent relying on modern, and not only modern, artistic practice, and taking into account theoretical works, we can confidently talk about
the levels of vividness of art and levels of activity, cultural-creative nature of art. An important moment in terms of clarifying the cultural specificity of the artistic
image is that it, thanks to its content, is constantly included in the structure of social practice. In order to outline the way of analyzing the artistic image as a
special phenomenon of culture the essential features of which are expressed in its cultural potential, it is firstly necessary to understand what the image repre-
sents an integral cultural and spiritual formation that has certain properties and qualities distinquishing it from all other spiritual phenomena.

It is necessary to clarify the structural and typological features, which, on the one hand, characterize it as a specific element of art, and on the
other — contain something that constantly displays the artistic image beyond the boundaries of art. The concept of the "image-action” is able to
grasp by its content a number of artistic features that characterize it, on the one hand, as a way of spiritual and practical mastering by a person of
reality in accordance with all the consequences that stem from this feature of art. With the other — with the possibilities of analysis open from the
standpoint of its active being in society as a phenomenon of culture, its cultural dimensions.

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MODEL OF CULTURAL RESEARCH IN THE PARADIGM OF THEORY OF SYSTEMS

The article is devoted to the development of culturological studies methodological model of the socio-cultural phenomenon based on the the-
ory of systems principles. The analysis is based on a conceptual paradigm: Sociocultural object is a system consisting of separate parts, intercon-
nected by certain relationships; the system is in continuous development and interaction with the external environment.

The algorithm of system analysis contains: understanding the basic purpose and functions of the system; the choice of most optimal variant
for partitioning system on components (subsystem, elements); introducing of the hierarchy of parts in the structure of the system; detection of
function of each subsystem and linkages between them; definition of the system connections with the environment (or other systems); study of the
nature of the variability of the system, of its ability to development and adaptation to the environment. The classification of the sociocultural
systems depends on the selected criteria, for example: on the nature of the items, their origin, the variability of propertie, the degree of difficulty,
the attitude to the environment, etc.

The article reveals the features of system analysis in cultural studies, as well as the potential of the theory of systems in the field of culturology
for solving theoretical and practical problems. In the view of the synergetic model, the algorithm of the process of self-organization of the socio-
cultural system and the mechanisms governing this process are analyzed. The article shows that the self-organization of a sociocultural system is a
nonlinear process that is a sequence of phase transitions from an equilibrium state through a nonequilibrium phase and dissipation to bifurcation
and relaxation of the system. The process of intercultural interaction is considered through the prism of system analysis. The article shows that the
openness of the socio-cultural system is a necessary and indispensable condition for intercultural interaction.

CULTURE-CREATIVE POTENTIAL OF SACRAL EXPERIENCE:
THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL ANALYSIS

The purpose of the article is to analyze the cultural potential of sacred experience and highlight the main methodological approaches to its
study. The sacred experience is explicated as an experience of correlation with the absolute dimension of being, its experience and comprehen-
sion. The concept of "Sacred experience” defines a culturally organized space that acquires a specific form for each culture and is structured as a
meaningful hierarchical world full of spiritual and symbolic meanings. The experience of the sacred is based on direct experience of eternity and
the totality of existence as a living reality. This experience is "the experience of being" the primary expression of existential guidance, global an-
thropological orientation. It integrates the dominant spiritual orientation in the human world and understanding of the system itself. Sacred experi-
ence based implicitly in present most important human endeavour, promotes the formation of the humanity. This experience permeates the entire
story as vertical as the Earth's axis, culminating in the transcendent dimension - where a person entrusts himself to Absolute (God, being, good,
eternal, etc.). We can say that any strategy or implemented anthropological model has its core generating a sacred experience. The author asserts
that the experience of Holy is distinguished by ontological content and nature. It is an experience of symbolic acts of transcendence that create
ontological horizon of being. At the same time, this is an experience of cultural creation and self-creation, which forms the sense foundations of
human existence, reveals and confirms the human nature. Loss of sacred power and constitutive force of the sacred dimension interpreted as a
manifestation of a kind of "weakening being”, de-ontologization of culture, that accompanied the release of simulative and destructive potential
and leads to a decrease in the intensity and quality of cultural development.

MENTALITY AS A SUBJECT OF INTERDISCIPLINARY RESEARCH: DEFINITION ISSUE

Mentality as an essential mechanism of cultural and social processes, approaches to the definition of this phenomenon are analyzed. The pur-
pose of the article is the reconstruction of the history of social and humanitarian focused research that is devoted to the problem of mentality, the
development of its theory and specifically practical analysis. Historical, systematic, typological and comparative analysis methods are applied.

The variety of knowledge about mentality demonstrates the breadth of the limits of its manifestation in different spheres of human activity. The mentality
originality research within different sectors of social and humanitarian knowledge, analysis of its structure and mechanisms of functional fullness, dialectic
interrelation between spiritual entities claim the right to the independent existence of this phenomenon as a special representant of spiritual activity.

We support the focus of studies that attempts to reveal the "human” sense of this phenomenon. Expanding knowledge of the nature, methods
of formation, assimilationand simulation mental complexes allows to differentiatecultures, that in turn facilitates the identification and understand-
ing of the actual mechanisms of cultural and civilizational processes.

Research ofmentality makes it possible to understand not so much "that" some person or group knows, imagines, thinks, but how much "how",
"whereby" itexperiences, interprets, operates. Not by chance, most scientists consider the mentality as a special metalanguage of certain specific cul-
ture that determines the nature of the understanding, emotions and actions both individual and entire groups. It is mentality that is one of the determin-
ing factors of society recreation, the existence of a particular kind of culture in general depends on its ability to function in this capacity.

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SYMPHONIC CATEGORIES “SUBLIME” AND “BEAUTIFUL” IN THE BYZANTINE THEOLOGICAL AND
AESTHETIC TRADITIONS: SEMANTIC ASPECT

The article is devoted to the considering of the definition of categories of "sublime” and "beautiful”. The basic features of the categories of
"sublime” and "beautiful” as an extremely complex and have a large volume. The symphonicity of these categories is analyzed. The possibilities
and the context of their use are shown. It is proved that the dialectical nature of the process of the unfolding of these concepts in the context of the
aesthetic thought of Byzantium is due to the presence of elements similar to the principles of modern humanism are defined as principles that
characterize symphonism as a special quality of thinking. The following universal characteristics of Byzantine culture are defined as symphonic
and canon. A detailed explanation of the connection between the categories "sublime” and "beautiful” is given in the context of the Byzantine theo-
logical-aesthetic tradition. The article proves that the connection between the categories "sublime” and "beautiful” can and does occur within the
framework of the Byzantine canon through their symphony, consonance in the context of the divine. It is determined that the transition from a literal
understanding of a sign or symbol to metaphorical one requires an understanding of certain rules and conventions that arise in the course of this
transition. It is especially important that the symphony, the harmony of the categories "beautiful” and "sublime”, that being extremely voluminous
in their content, at the same time make it possible for the ordinary man to perceive complex symbolic systems. The common feature of the catego-
ries "beauty”, "beautiful” and "sublime” within the aesthetics of Byzantium is not only the inclusion of the sign "value" (vénua) as elements in the
goal, but also their use. As an additional, intermediate link in the connection symbol (in the aesthetics of Byzantium it is more of an artistic symbol)
- a person who is the central axis of the aesthetics of Byzantium. It is proved that the category in linguistics has linguistic meanings that are inter-
connected because of the common semantic features, and they are such that represent a closed system of elements of these attributes. In our case,
the categories "sublime” and "beautiful” include the entire spectrum of elements that we call when defining these concepts.

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DECADENCE-LITERATURE: THE IMAGERY SPECIFICITY

This article is devoted to the imagery problem of the decadence-literature (as a general phenomenon that periodically repeats itself) and of the literature
of the decadency (as an oeuvre of crisis developments in art of the late 19th and early 20th century). The decadence-literature is a manifestation of the irre-
ducibility. It is proposed to analyze the imagery based on the context of the modernist interpretation of the image / icon. Before the image was considered
together with its mimetic foundation — as an imitation of the external world. But here the image is freed from its mimetism, and it turns into a kind of "immedi-
ate ontology" (it is the Gaston Bachelard’s term). The classical structure of the image (plot, storyline, composition) ceases to play a leading role, and gives
way to a writing. The decadence-literature image lets visual elements into literature. Therefore, there is a displacement from the ontology of the image to the
image as an ontology in the research of imagery. It is also important to use the methodology proposed by Georges Didi-Huberman and Paul Virilio: the com-
bination of the hermeneutic approach in the philosophy of image with elements of psychoanalysis, and the method of dromology, which is the connection of
special aspects of the physics, mathematics and philosophy. The methodology of the School of Sociology of Imagination is also appropriate. The image of
the decadence-literature is marked by symbolism, imaginism (it is also known the same direction in literature — with the same name). There is also the "gen-
res-werewolves"” when a work is called, for example, poetry in prose. A personality of the writer-author plays a great role here: the decadence-literature is
saturated with a psychology and a biography that is turned inside out. It is the expression of the world of unforgiven, restless personalities, which is ex-
plained by the principle of creation from an absence, emptiness, depressive and melancholic states (nostalgia, fatigue, sweet melancholy). It's interesting
that decadent moods contribute to creation here. Distinctive features of the authors of decadence-literature: soreness, tenderness, hypersensitivity, a diffi-
cult life path and an unstable world. The imagery that is generated by creativity of these individuals is marked by a special attitude to time and space, it is
also directed to the past in an attempt to find a lost paradise - that existed before the crash.

TO THE DEFINITION OF THE CONCEPT "CULTURAL INDUSTRY": DESCRIPTION OF SYMPTOMS AND ANALYSIS OF TRENDS

The article is devoted to the analysis of such extensively studied phenomenon of modernity as cultural industry, which includes two opposite
tendencies: the industrialization of cultural objects production and the "culturification" of industry. The former presupposes the presence of such
symptoms of modernity as: a modernist version of the commodification of cultural objects (works of art, university education, etc.) as well as their
massive reproduction. In addition, this tendency includes the following positions: the commodification of consumption, the loss of cultural objects
of their regulatory and critical functions, the projectivity of cultural production.

The reverse tendency — "culturification" of industry — contains the following aspects: the reduction of commercial goals of industrial produc-
tion, the "economy of signs”: an increase in the role of cultural competence in the process of actual industrial production, a reduction in the cost of
the material component of the production.

The proposed classification of tendencies and symptoms of the cultural industry does not claim for exhaustiveness and completed systematic-
ity. It is designed to clarify the logic of the formation of this phenomenon of culture, not only as a form of de-differentiation of cultural (in the sense
of high culture) and industrial (as a historical form of social), but also as the de-differentiation of cultural and social ones in general.
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The industrial society, whose existence is the basis for the absolutization of the industry autonomy, is one of the historical forms of the social itself.
In this type of society, cultural autonomy is realized as the closure of an elitist social structure. Withdrawal from an industrial society implies "Reassem-
bling the social”, a synthetic unity of social and cultural. In the logic of "liquidity of Modern" (opposite to solidity) and of the subject-object opposition,
this process manifests itself in the process of human and things synthesis (as a "Making things public”), that is, in the de-differentiation of material and
spiritual production and consumption, is therefore in social and cultural. The definition of the cultural industry clarifies the meaning of culture as a way
of being a human in the perspective of the sustainability of his efforts, the kind of their institutionalization and signification.

PHILOSOPHER IN SPACE AND TIME OF CULTURE (CHRONOTOPE OF MAITRE A PENSER) PART |

The paper deals with the research of philosophic way of life as an invariant of the Western culture. The author tries to reveal the answers to the
questions: What is the influence of the time and place of life on a thinking person? Is it possible to put a question in such a way?

The first part of the paper gives methodological explanation for such putting the questions. Two conceptual strategies of thinking in the con-
temporary history of philosophy are mentioned — compartmentalism and biographical method. The latter one allows to understand philosophizing
through research of maitre a penser. Such approach makes possible cultural studies prospect for the life of a philosopher in the context of unique
time and space. To designate the uniqueness of time and space, the category of chronotope (M. Bakhtin) is introduced in the paper. Chronotope
sets condensed signs in a definite period at the result of which a unique image of a thinker is born in a definite cultural space.

The Antiquity image of philosopher is Socrates. Not a biographical person but a mythologized image, Socrates entered the great time of culture
and influenced on the Western civilization. Since Socrates, the philosophizing of Antiquity is considered as the spiritual exercises (P.Hadot), in
which the spirit of publicity is combined with the inner dialogue with oneself. Late Antiquity changed practical orientation of philosophy by contem-
plative one. Plotinus is considered as the example of such life style. Medieval culture transmits philosophizing from agora to the monastery, and
since the 13" century, philosophizing came back to the city space again — to medieval university. Two opposite images of medieval philosophers
are considered, Thomas Aquinas and Siger de Brabant, who were didactic examples, full of moral content. Stories about Siger’s life were spread at
once after his death as the warning from inheritance; later on he was forgotten. Thomas Aquinas’ life is known as hagiography, didactic story free
from details of private life.

THE SYMBOLISM OF THE VISUAL IMAGE IN THE PHILOSOPHICAL CONCEPTIONS
OF E. CASSIRER AND C. LANGER: THE CULTURAL CONTEXT

It’s mentioned that the European atmosphere of increased interest in the problems of symbol and symbolism in the cultural space, giving rise
in the second half of the XIX century to the registration of symbolism in art direction also contributes to a number of philosophical studies to the
rethinking of the functioning of the cultural sphere, as well as the whole of human existence from the standpoint of symbolism.

A powerful concept that gives us an understanding of the global symbolic basis of culture is the theory of E. Cassirer, which he outlines in his
work "The Philosophy of symbolic forms", expanding these issues in further series of works collected under the title "An Essay on Man". Cassirer’s
views are one of the main methodological foundations in our research, because the human culture has deeply symbolic character and consists of
various symbolic forms, among which art takes a special place. Culture is not something predetermined; it is created by a person who is gradually
separated from the natural world precisely because of its ability for continuous production of symbols.

Along with the myth Cassirer distinguished such symbolic forms as language, art, science, through which the essential components of the
symbolic reality of man are also produced. In work "Philosophy of Symbolic Forms", the art is mentioned in the context of consideration of the
specificity of these symbolic realms and researcher focuses on myth, language and the problem of scientific knowledge.

The philosopher indicates the communicative function of art, which becomes extremely important in the twentieth century in the context of the
active involvement of the viewer in the process of co-creation. One of the main characteristics of symbolism about art that it distinguishes the con-
cept from the previous Cassirer's symbolic concepts, particularly medieval, in his opinion, that art is really symbolic, but the symbolism of art
should be understood not in transcendental but inmanent sense.

S. Langer in "Philosophy in a new key: A Study in the Symbolism of Reason, Rite, and Art", continuing the Cassirer's line on the recognition of
the symbolic nature of human existence and the view of man as the "symbolic animal”, along with an analysis of the symbolism of language, which
it defines as discursive, consider the symbolism of visual forms, which he calls presentations, or rediscussion, referring to him the sphere of art.

Analyzed concepts demonstrate strong scientific interest to the question of symbolism in human culture, and emphasize the relevance of
treatment to this issue.

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INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION AND SOCIAL PARTNERSHIP AS MECHANISMS OF QUALITY ASSURANCE
OF CULTURAL EDUCATION

The article focuses on the problems of modern higher education in Ukraine and the EU. A special attention is paid to issues of the mechanisms
for internal Quality Assurance of education and for increase of the role of the humanities in both Ukraine and the EU. As such mechanisms are
considered international cooperation and social partnership in higher education. The paper describes the positive experience of realization of
international cooperation and social partnership in Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv in the framework of the HESDeSPI project (2010-
2013), the participants of which were European universities (Armenia, Georgia, Italy, Latvia, Moldova, Portugal, Ukraine), employers from Kyiv and
Simferopol, government, public and administrative agents (especially Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and Ministries of partner
countries), and students. Special attention is given to the tasks of the project, the stage of its implementation and the results, which had a
significant impact on the formation of curricula for bachelors of cultural studies (2011) and masters of cultural studies (2015) at the Faculty of
Philosophy of the Kyiv University. These mechanisms helped project-team first of all to determine the set of professional competences of bachelors
of cultural studies and masters of cultural studies, and then to form these professional competencies of students in the educational process. Thus,
it can be argued that the mechanisms of international cooperation and social partnership allow the exchange of experience in the modernization
and reform of the higher education system with the EU universities, provide staff mobility in order to exchange teaching and scientific experience,
provide information on the labor market in the cultural sector, help to introduce new academic disciplines and progressive teaching methods,
organize training and practices. These actions allow graduates to be ready to the demands of the labor market and allow our higher education to
meet the high quality standards of the European Higher Education Area.

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MORAL AND RELIGIOUS MOTIVES IN THE WORKS OF J.R.R. TOLKIEN:
CULTURAL CONTEXT

The main moral and religious themes of J. Tolkien's novels “The Lord of rings” and “The Silmarillion” are observed in the article. It is analyzed
that Tolkien followed Christian tradition, sharing st. Augustine's conception of evil as the absence of good. It is clarified Tolkien's anti-Nietzschean
position where evil is equal to the will to power, while the good is associated with humility and serving. It is shown an author's interpretation of
Socratic classic inquiry: would people live virtuous life if they achieve omnipotence and why moral life is preferable than immoral one. According to
Tolkien, human moral obligations are closely connected with the awareness of freedom and mortality which are regarded as a gift to a man, ena-
bling to escape from senseless “bad infinity” (Hegel) of material determinant existence. In its turn, a notion of “gift” refers to metaphysical model of
world that assumes divine being and his providential intervention in the course of earthly history. One of this divine providence's manifestation is
so called “eucatastrophe”, unexpected salvation from tragedy, therapeutic consolation that returns to a man the feeling of meaningfulness and joy
of being. It is suggested that salvation can be interpreted in romantic way as coincidence point of trajectories of art and nature, where fairy tale
embodies in life, and life starts to be built according to the laws of fairy tale.

Keywords: virtue, evil as absence of good, will to power, death as a gift, providence, salvation.

The formulation of the problem. The well-known
writer Tolkien was a professor of English and literature in
Oxford, but not a professional philosopher. However, in
his field of philology and linguistics, he was the leading
scientist and has friends among many prominent intellec-
tuals of the time, including K. Lewis, C. Williams,

O. Barfield and others. In communication and correspon-
dence, they touched upon many questions that went be-
yond the narrow scope of research on literature and an-
cient languages: themes of myth and fairy tales, cosmol-
ogy and eschatology of various folks, problems of ecol-
ogy and technology, the relationship of science and relig-
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ion, etc. Moreover, as a faithful adherent of Roman Ca-
tholicism, Tolkien was interested in eternal philosophical
and metaphysical questions about the struggle between
good and evil, fate and freedom, the salvation and provi-
dence, the fear of death and eternal life, service and vir-
tue as the condition of happiness. And Tolkien embodied
his vision of the solution of these philosophical and reli-
gious problems in veiled artistic form in his famous nov-
els The Lord of the Rings and The Silmarillion. So unveil-
ing the hidden philosophical intentions of the writer is
useful for deeper understanding of his heritage.

The analysis of research and publications. The cul-
turological analysis of literary works of Tolkien was carried
out by such western thinkers as Ch. Tolkien, S. Caldecott,
R. Purtill, H. Carpenter, G. Bassham, E. Bronson and oth-
ers. The profound philosophical and religious interpretation
of Tolkien's opus magnum “The Lord of rings” was given by
famous English writer C. Lewis. Tolkien debates with nihilis-
tic position of F. Nietzsche and shares the metaphysical
views of Plato, st. Augustine and G. Chesterton. So it is
important to compare and parallel these thinkers.

The purpose of our article is to identify the main ethi-
cal problems of J.Tolkien's works, such as good and evil,
mortality and immortality, destiny and providence, to reveal
their deep philosophical and religious roots, which goes
either explicitly or implicitly to a Christian foundation.

The main statements of the study. As we all re-
member, the central symbol of the novel is the magic ring
of invisibility, so called the One Ring of omnipotence,
around which the basic intricacies of the plot unfold.
Tolkien puts the philosophical question: if a living being
got this ring, would he live a moral (virtious) life, would he
remain the same? Does the right to own a ring neglect
ethical norms? The problem is that the owner of the Ring
of Sauron is a creature endowed with unlimited power.
And he has the opportunity to carry out immorally acts
with impunity and fearlessness. It is interesting that
Tolkien's story about the Ring was partly borrowed from
Plato’s famous dialogue “The Republic’ [6]. Plato de-
scribes the story of tzar Gyges, who found the magic ring
that made him invisible and used it to penetrate the pal-
ace, kill ruling king Candaules, seduce the queen and
become the ruler of the country. So here we have a prob-
lem, previously formulated by Plato: does unlimited
power and supernatural opportunities abolish the need to
be moral? It is clear that the owner of the ring follows
uncontrolled satisfaction of desires, without thinking
about the interests of others. And even righteous man
would not avoid the temptation to do whatever he likes,
knowing that his crimes would never be revealed.

It is also obvious from the point of view of common
sense that immoral life is seemed to give more advan-
tages and privileges than moral one. Immorality and
permissiveness lead to wealth, prosperity, strength,
power, while virtue and obedience to the rules mean
poverty, feebleness and dishonour. So who chooses the
moral way of life? "Why should we follow the moral
laws?" [6, p. 34] - asks Socrates in The Republic. In the
dialogue Socrates argues with his opponent Glaucon,
who claims that people obey to moral norms only be-
cause of fear of punishment. If we had the chance to
escape punishment, we would not follow the moral prin-
ciples, we would not control our desires and not even
think about the evil and suffering inflicted on others. So,
according to Glaukon, morality exists for the weak-willed
and fearful men, while immorality is the privilege of the
strong and the brave ones. The arguments of Socrates
are based on the religious postulate of the existence of

an immortal soul. It is the soul that protects us from cyni-
cism and preserves righteousness. By Socrates, immoral
life is worse than virtuous, because it destroys the soul of
man. And this means that freedom from moral obligations
and constrains leads to complete misfortune and unhap-
piness. Power over the world, wealth and glory do not
compensate the psychic and spiritual emptiness, the
"existential vacuum" (in terms of V. Frankle). Righteous-
ness, but not sensual pleasure, leads to harmony with
oneself, peace and happiness. So, according to Socra-
tes, a righteous man will never use a ring, but reject it.

Tolkien stands on the side of Socrates. He shares his
opinion that a “conflict of absolute power and moral behav-
ior is inevitable” [1, p.17]. First of all, Tolkien affirms that
the use of a ring is a complex moral and existential choice.
Is it possible to use the ring of omnipotence against evil
forces? In other words, is it possible to fight evil with the
help of evil? These are the key questions of the novel. The
characters in different ways make their existential choice:
for example, some of them refuses to use the ring (Gan-
dalf, Galadriel, Sam), someone uses it partially (Frodo,
Bilbo), someone is completely enslaved and destroyed by
the ring (Gollum); and finally there is someone, on whom it
does not work at all (Tom Bombadil).

Secondly, Tolkien shows that if the final choice is
made in favor of the Ring, we see that it perverts the soul
of its owner. A vivid illustration to this thesis is the image
of Gollum. Tolkien describes him as miserable, cowardly,
pitiful creature. Gollum does not have a home, friends, he
is constantly looking for a lost precious ring. He is ready
to kill anyone to get it back. Another character, brave and
noble warrior Boromir decides to use the ring for good
purposes, in order to destroy dark power of Sauron.
However, other participants in the campaign respond to
this proposal with a refuse:

“— Valour needs first strength, and then a weapon. Let
the Ring be your weapon, if it has such power as you
say. Take it and go forth to victory!', said Boromir.

— Alas, no,' said Elrond. 'We cannot use the Ruling
Ring. That we now know too well. It belongs to Sauron
and was made by him alone, and is altogether evil. Its
strength, Boromir, is too great for anyone to wield at will,
save only those who have already a great power of their
own. But for them it holds an even deadlier peril. The
very desire of it corrupts the heart. Consider Saruman. If
any of the Wise should with this Ring overthrow the Lord
of Mordor, using his own arts, he would then set himself
on Sauron's throne, and yet another Dark Lord would
appear. And that is another reason why the Ring should
be destroyed: as long as it is in the world it will be a dan-
ger even to the Wise. For nothing is evil in the beginning.
Even Sauron was not so. | fear to take the Ring to hide it.
| will not take the Ring to wield it” [10, p. 103].

So as we see, the forces of good can’t use the ring of
omnipotence. As long as it exists, the threat to be
tempted by the unlimited will to power remains even for a
wise and virtue man. As it was already mentioned, the
use of the evil power ruins the soul (i.e. the moral nature
of a man). The ring can corrupt even a brave, strong and
virtuous person (and we see how Boromir tries to take
the ring from Frodo by force, breaking his promises).It
should be stressed upon the fact, that owner of the Rul-
ing Ring little by little becomes its slave, completely loos-
ing his freedom of choice. It becomes obvious, especially
if we remember the goal of the creator of the ring Sauron,
who forged the One: to dominate, enslave, impose his
will everywhere in the world. In these attempts to enslave
the world, Sauron tried to take the place of God the Crea-
tor, thus becoming a new god. As Tolkien explains in his
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letters, “Sauron wants to be not just a king, but a “king-
god”, and his servants support him in this... If he won, he
would demand a divine honor from all living beings, and
absolute power over the whole world” [2, p. 51]. So, the
conflict of the novel is not just a moral, but of deep reli-
gious significance: it contrasts the pride that pretends to
be an all-powerful force, denying freedom, and a realism
of humility that understands its real place in the world
and value of the freedom of the will.

In fact, Sauron embodies this pride, the will to abso-
lute power. The Ring guarantees his vital energy, his life
essence, for destroying the One, you deprive Sauron of
much of his energy. And here it is necessary to remem-
ber the German philosopher F. Nietzsche and his con-
cept of will to power. "What is good? All that heightens
the feeling of power in man, the will to power, power it-
self. What is bad? All that is born of weakness. What is
happiness? The feeling that power is growing, that resis-
tance is overcome” [5, p. 30]. Nietzsche maintained hu-
man desire for power, because the essence of life is
considered to be taming and pressure of weak men by
strong ones. “The "exploitation" is not part of a depraved
or incomplete and primitive society: it belongs in the es-
sential nature of what is living, as a basic organic func-
tion; it is a consequence of the real will to power, which is
simply the will to live" [5, p. 259]. Thus, according to the
philosopher, the essence of all life is the will to power
and the will to live, resulting in a necessary exploitation.
Man of Christian morality (Nietzsche calls it “slave moral-
ity”) acts against its nature. But anyway strength and,
therefore, desire to dominate, to rule, to manipulate are
inherent to the nature. "To require of strength that it
should not express itself as strength, that it should not be
a wish to overpower, a wish to overthrow, a wish to be-
come master, a thirst for enemies, antagonisms and tri-
umphs is just as absurd as to require of weakness that it
should express itself as strength” [4, p.27].

Nietzschean super-man, who is the embodiment of
the strength and will to power, is similar to Tolkien's
Sauron. Both are beyond good and evil (or rather reject-
ing notions of good and evil of society). But the fatal con-
sequence of this rejecting is that super-man must replace
God. Philosopher explains that God is not a value for
modern society, and "faith in the Christian God is no
longer something that is trustworthy". According to him,
“death of God” does not mean revolt against God, but the
human understanding of his initial absence. If there is no
God, there is no reasonable and objective purpose, ap-
propriatness, general meaning and sense neither in a
world history, nor in personal biographies. Nietzsche af-
firms that people have invented the concepts of goal and
purpose to overcome the alienation in the world and to
explain the suffering that have no meaning or justification
indeed. That is because the truth about the absurd and
aimless world is unbearable, leading to the suicide or dis-
gust. The death of god Nietzsche regards as positive new:
"God is dead! God remains dead! And we have killed him!
How shall we console ourselves, the most murderous of all
murderers? The holiest and the mightiest that the world
has hitherto possessed, has bled to death under our knife,
- who will wipe the blood from us? With what water could
we cleanse ourselves? ... Shall we not ourselves have to
become Gods, merely to seem worthy of it?" [3, p. 125].
For Nietzsche death of God does not cause the despair.
We must accept godless life as a challenge.

Tolkien demonstrates his vivid anti-nitzschean world-
view. The message of Tolkien as a Christian is clear. The
danger of nihilism is not only in denying God and reality
of eternal values of truth, good and beauty. In fact nihil-

ism ruins human nature. Thus, a struggle against evil,
that pretends to become absolute and replace God, is
actually the struggle for a man, for humanity. This is the
defence of the sense of life and general meaningfulness
of the history. Everything, even illness and suffering, has
its deeper sense and purpose. Nothing happens in vain.
What Nietzsche says so perfectly characterizes him as a
man of modernity, who does not know anything super-
natural, that would exceed the capabilities of nature.
Christianity claimed that there is possibility of overcoming
nature and “natural” as spoiled by sin. Moreover, this
possibility is essential tasks of morality. Speaking alle-
gorically, a cultivation of natural is like cultivation of
weed. There is nothing human in it. But the raising of
roses requires tremendous effort, as well as raising of
humility, overcoming pride and strength as manifestation
of sinful nature. For Tolkien humility as taming will to
power - is not weakness, but extraordinary strength that
belongs to the supernatural level of being. Nietzsche
distorted and misinterprets Christianity as well as Sauron
misinterprets and exaggerates his role in the history of
Middle-earth. Hence we see the roots of nihilism and
rebellion against the existing order of things.

It should be added about Tolkien's views on the na-
ture of evil. The ruling ring has its power only because it
was created by Sauron to conquer the world. The cause
of evil is a “distorted will’, or “wicked will”, the thirst to
conquer the world instead of serving the good. This
means that “the ring itself is not the Manichean inde-
pendent substance of evil in the world” [9, p. 80]. It is the
product of the endless “will to power”, but it is not an ab-
solutely evil thing in itself. After all, the very substance
from which the ring is made is not evil. In the world of
Tolkien there is no “evil metal” or “evil matter”. If the
same metal was used by someone else, it would not be-
come a ring of omnipotence, so evil is something secon-
dary. And even Sauron himself is not an example of ab-
solute evil power. Sauron is a spoiled, morally corrupted,
depraved creature, but he was not created as such. As
Tolkien writes, "transformation always begins little by
little, and Sauron was not born a villain" [2, p.13]. So, for
the existence of evil, the presence of good is necessary,
just as light enables shadow or health enables the ill-
ness. Good is primary and unconditional, evil is secon-
dary and parasitizes on good. This understanding of evil
is typically Christian. Tolkien shares the views of St.
Augustine, who claimed that all good is from God.
Tolkien writes in a letter: "There is no Absolute Evil in my
history. | do not think that it exists, because it is zero" [2,
p.17]. Let us compare it with st. Augustine’s affirmation:
"Neither the good desired by sinners, nor the free will
itself are not the evil ... for evil is a betrayal of eternal
values and an appeal to transient (ephemeral) values.
This betrayal and this appeal end in a just misfortune,
because they are committed not forcibly, but voluntarily”
[8, p. 96]. So, for St. Augustine (and for Tolkien) evil
comes from the freedom of the will, which substitutes
God for itself, and distorts desire. Commenting on st.
Paul's thesis that the “love of money is the root of all evil”
(1 Timothy 6:10), Augustine explains that avarice (ex-
treme greed for wealth and material gain) is "any passion
that makes a person desire more than is necessary. Sin-
ful will is the cause of all evil" [8, p.99]. But at the same
time evil is not self-sufficient and it is not all-mighty.

It is necessary to examine another important philoso-
phical and religious problem of mortality, which has been
always considered to be the most awful evil for humanity.
When the time comes, the body of a man is not capable
of supporting life because of old age, illness or injury. In
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Tolkien's imaginary land, when the human bodies die,
their souls leave the world. However the elves have a
different destiny: their bodies can be worn or damaged
during the thousands of years, but their souls can't leave
the world, they remain "inside the circle of life". Sages and
elves in the world of Tolkien regard mortality as a gift to
people. The elves themselves are granted immortality,
which lasts until the end of time. Elves envy the human op-
portunity to die, while people envy everlasting existence.
Immortality in Tolkien's work is associated with longing for
the Golden Age, the lost divine light. “Death is the loss of
former greatness, a sign of universal entropy, aging, ex-
haustion and decrepitude”. [7, p.19]. It is symptomatic that
the ring of omnipotence promises physical immortality — but
it is just an extension of aging, decaying and fading away.
This is potential infinity, or as Hegel said, a bad infinity, as if
a piece of butter was spread over a very large slice of bread
(Tolkien's analogy). Real immortality is not a stretching of
time, but a way out of it, transcendence into eternity.
Immortality of elf is also reminiscent of Hegel's bad
infinity, where everything is conjugated with yearning and
melancholy, with a never-ending memory of what once
happened, but already had gone. Immortality is associ-
ated with a sense of loss, anguish and fleetingness. This
sensation absorbs the music of the elf, their songs that
are trying to capture the time flow, to keep it. The signifi-
cance of the present and the future fades, and all atten-
tion of elves is directed to the past. Elves are tied to the
Earth until the end of times. On the other hand, people
mostly look into the future - they are tempted not by the
desire to stop time, like the elves, but to prolong it, delay-
ing death. Men's destiny lies outside the world. As
Tolkien writes in Silmarrillion, "llvatar [God-creator] sat
alone in thought. Then he spoke and said: 'Behold | love
the Earth, which shall be a mansion for the Quendi
[elves] and the Atani [people]! But the Quendi shall be
the fairest of all earthly creatures, and they shall have
and shall conceive and bring forth more beauty than all
my Children; and they shall have the greater bliss in this
world. But to the Atani | will give a new gift.' Therefore he
willed that the hearts of Men should seek beyond the
world and should find no rest therein; but they should
have a virtue to shape their life, amid the powers and
chances of the world... But lluvatar knew that Men, being
set amid the turmoils of the powers of the world, would
stray often, and would not use their gifts in harmony; and
he said: "These too in their time shall find that all that
they do redounds at the end only to the glory of my
work."... It is one with this gift of freedom that the children
of Men dwell only a short space in the world alive, and
are not bound to it, and depart soon whither the Elves
know not. Whereas the Elves remain until the end of
days, and their love of the Earth and all the world is more
single and more poignant therefore, and as the years
lengthen ever more sorrowful. For the Elves die not till
tile world dies, unless they are slain or waste in grief (and
to both these seeming deaths they are subject); neither
does age subdue their strength, unless one grow weary
of ten thousand centuries; and dying they are gathered to
the halls of Mandos in Valinor [immortal realm in
Tolkien's works], whence they may in time return. But the
sons of Men die indeed, and leave the world; wherefore
they are called the Guests, or the Strangers. Death is
their fate, the gift of lluvatar, which as Time wears even
the Powers shall envy. But Melkor [evil spirit] has cast his
shadow upon it, and confounded it with darkness, and
brought forth evil out of good, and fear out of hope" [11,
p. 15]. Here we see a reminiscence of St. Augustine's

thought: "You [The Lord] created us for Yourself. And our
heart does not rest until it calms down in You" (The Con-
fession). The difference between Tolkien and st.
Augustine is that death in Middle-earth is not a punishment
for original sin, but a gift and an integral part of human
nature. People are destined to leave the world and not
come back, and ahead of them there is a mystery which is
"more than memory". Therefore, for men the way to the
immortal country of Valinor is closed. "Our withdrawal is
full of sorrow, but there is no despair in it. For we are not
eternally attached to this world, and beyond it there is
more than memory" [10, p. 920]. Thus, death releases
from a tiring endless existence, from the circle of life and
eternal repetition and return, which is aimless and vain
(see F. Nietzsche's concept of eternal return).

Gifts to elves and people are different. The notion of
“gift” refers to metaphysical model of world that assumes
divine being and his providential intervention in the course
of earthly history. So we need to say a few words about
providence and its significant function. In Tolkien's novel,
providence is a set of circumstances, a series of suppos-
edly accidental events and coincidences that turn the
course of history to help the good against evil. Moreover,
due to providence good is born out of evil, and evil serves
as the foundation of good. Evil character Gollum was a toy
in the hands of Providence. The story goes that he bites
off his finger with a ring and then accidently falls down into
the mouth of the volcano. And thus the ruling ring is de-
stroyed along with him. So Gollum as negative character
was needed, because Frodo himself could not destroy the
Ring, and everything would be in vain without presence of
Gollum. Providence is the supreme power that uses evil
will but works for the sake of good. It was predestined that
the ring would be found exactly by the hobbit Bilbo, and
not by man, elf or troll, and it was doomed that the ring
would be perished. The positive characters of the novel
are characterized by an awareness of their incomplete-
ness, subordination of their own role to some higher task.
Thus author shows that the ultimate destiny is not in hu-
man hands. As St. Augustine affirms, if evil is really an
independent force in the universe, then divine providence
becomes questionable, since the existence of such a force
denies the omnipotence of God. But the fact is that evil is
merely a part of a greater masterplan. When Frodo regrets
that Bilbo did not kill Gollum, Gendalf replies: "Gollum is
not quite a lost creature ... In his heart he had a cherished
corner, into which light penetrated, like the sun through
silk: light from the past ... Alas, for him, there is little hope"
[10, p. 70]. The image of Saruman, a magician who be-
came the servant of dark power, shows that evil not only
parasitizes on good, but also devours itself. The death of
Saruman from the hand of his flunky shows that evil deeds
turn against their creator. An adequate response to evil is
courage, hope for the best and patience, but when evil is
seemed to win and triumph, then suddenly happens the
unexpected fortune and lucky coincidence. This unexpected
turn causes delight, joy and gratitude. Providence begins to
protect the guardians of the Ring at the very moment when
they most need it, when their strengths are exhausted and
they are almost filled with despair. In the Tolkien universe,
the individual always has the certainty that there is a high
cosmic order to be learned and a mission to be fulfilled,
since in the world of providence human history has a plot
and a clear dramatic unity. Happy-end is the manifestation
of the providence and we may suggest that it can be inter-
preted in romantic way as coincidence point of trajectories of
art and nature, where fairy tale embodies in life, and life
starts to be built according to the laws of fairy tale.

It is generally accepted that literary work can be
called religious only if the nature of God is examined in i,
peculiarities of faith is analyzed or cult practice is de-
scribed. According to these criteria, the Lord of the Rings
is a completely non-religious book. However, in the
broader sense of the word, it can be called religious and
metaphysical. First, it should be mentioned that Tolkien
worked out his own cosmology according to which the
real Lord of Middle-earth and supreme being of all exis-
tence is God the Creator, Eru lluvator. He created out of
nothing the immortal creatures of the Ainur, similar to
angels and archangels in the Christian tradition. With
their help lluvator created the physical world and all be-
ings in the cosmic symphony of divine music. The main
difference and discord between good and evil began with
the fall of Melkor, one of the highest of the Ainur, who
introduced the first dissonance into music. However,
llivator was able to turn this dissonance into a higher
harmony. At the end of this musical symphony of Crea-
tion, “llGvatar arose a third time, and his face was terrible
to behold. Then he raised up both his hands, and in one
chord, deeper than the Abyss, higher than the Firma-
ment, piercing as the light of the eye of lluvatar, the Mu-
sic ceased. Then lluvatar spoke, and he said: 'Mighty are
the Ainur, and mightiest among them is Melkor; but that
he may know, and all the Ainur, that | am llavatar, those
things that ye have sung, | will show them forth, that ye
may see what ye have done. And thou, Melkor, shalt see
that no theme may be played that hath not its uttermost
source in me, nor can any alter the music in my despite.
For he that attempteth this shall prove but mine instru-
ment in the devising of things more wonderful, which he
himself hath not imagined” [11, p. 10]. Here we may
compare Melkor with Mephistopheles, who is described
as “a part of the power who wills evil always but always
works the good" (Goethe).

Secondly, we may recall S. Kierkegaard who believed
that the essence of religious faith is the promise of salva-
tion, which we can't achieve by our own efforts and
which is possible only with the help of a divine miracle. In
this context let us remember what the magician Gendalf
says to the governor of Gondor Denethor: "In this world, |
am responsible for everything that is worth saving" [10,
p.720].The idea of salvation in real life is embodied in a
fairy-tale form of a happy ending. In fact, happy end, ac-
cording to Tolkien, is the answer to the question: do our
actions have meaning, do our sufferings and deprivations
have significance? A true fairy tale answers this question
affirmatively. Happy-end gives a delay to the approach-
ing catastrophe, a consolation and the joy of getting rid of
the forthcoming threaten and disaster. Tolkien calls this
“eucatastrophe” - the opposite of tragedy and the highest
form of manifestation of a fairy tale. In his essay “On fairy
tales”, Tolkien writes: "Joy from the happy ending of a
fairy tale ... - this is one of the blessings that a magic fairy
tale puts on people ... This joy is unexpected and miracu-
lously descending grace ... Joy denies complete and final
defeat of man and in this sense is an Evangelical good
news, giving a feeling ... of joy that transcends this
world" [12, p.183]. The world is full of evil and imperfec-
tion, but the tale helps to rise above the situation and
gives an unexpected respite due to divine grace or fa-
vor. "The Gospels contain a fairy tale, or rather, a uni-
versal narrative, containing the essence of all fairy
tales" [12, p.190]. The resurrection of Christ is, in
Tolkien's terms, “eucatastrophe”, unexpected relief and
joy, when everything seems to be lost, and evil and
death are going to triumph. We can only add that in
case of Tolkien's personal life and biography we face

with romantic worldview where nature imitates art
(Oscar Wilde), and ordinary existence embodies the
miraculous logic of eucatastrophe.

Conclusion. So, works of Tolkien, especially his
novel Lord of the Rings, is not just a fiction, but a synthe-
sis of an epos and a fairy tale that touches upon serious
questions of morals and religion, cosmology and escha-
tology. Here, tragedy and sadness are combined with
“eucatastrophic” consolation, evil and death with the
hope of winning of the forces of good and belief in im-
mortality and eternal life. And this is the religious, more
precisely Christian pathos of the whole work. The happy-
end or “eucatastrophe” refers not only to the external turn
of the plot, but also to the inner turn, the moral transfor-
mation of the inner world of the character as well as the
healing of the inner world of reader, its recovery, when a
person begins to “look at the world as through a cleanly
washed window” [12, p.194]. We also see here a result of
romantic paradigm, where life imitates art. In his works,
Tolkien connects the return of freshness of perception
with recovery, when we can clearly see the world, freeing
ourselves from the banality and illusion of omniscience. It
is the fairy tale that gives admiration and freshness of
perception, healing from “spiritual blindness”. It is here
that we acquire the ability to see and admire the provi-
dential unity of human existence, the temporality of evil,
mortality and freedom as God given gift, and the ultimate
essence of things beyond the phenomena.

IDEOLOGICAL GROUNDS OF CULTURAL IDENTIFICATION OF THE CRIMEAN TATARS: FORMATION CONTEXTS

The article describes the current ideological grounds of the cultural identity of the Crimean Tatars; the historical and political contexts of their
formation is studied, comparative analysis of the activity of the first institutional bodies of the Crimean Tatar national movement — National move-
ment of the Crimean Tatars and Organization of the Crimean Tatar national movement — representations of the ideological longings of the nation, is
performed; their role in the creation, expansion, extension of the meaning and practical implementation of the ideological grounds stated in pro-
gram documents of the named organizations, are determined; it analyzes their differences in the strategic value landmarks and tactical steps, stipu-
lated by them, which have become the reason of different vectors of the mentioned institutional representatives of the Crimean Tatar people in the
process of cultural identification, based on unified ideological grounds — national identity, repatriation and national-cultural revival.

This study articulates the value of the ideological grounds of the cultural identification of the Crimean Tatars in solving a whole range of prob-
lems, caused by the return of the Crimean Tatars to their historical motherland. The traditional orientation of the power establishments of the inde-
pendent Ukraine on the economic, inter-ethnic, religious segments of the integration process of the Crimean Tatars into the Ukrainian community,
neutral lized the role of their value orientations and ideological longings, which in its turn did not allow to see the Crimean Tatars as the most pro-
Ukrainian power in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

The importance of the analysis of the ideological grounds of the cultural identity of the Crimean Tatars, differences in strategic values and tac-
tical steps of the various establishments of the Crimean Tatar national movement, is stipulated by the search of models of efficient projects to re-
turn and re-integrate the occupied territory of Ukraine, which would include the humanitarian components, based on specific ideological and valu-
able grounds, but not limited to the economical and political measures.

HEURISTIC POTENTIAL OF THE DIALOGUE (ON THE MATERIAL OF THE CULTURAL CREATION PROJECT
U. ECO AND J.-C. CARRIERE "DO NOT HOPE TO GET RID OF BOOKS!")

The article analyzes the culture-creative project by J.-C. Carriére and U. Eco "Do not hope to get rid of books!” The aim is to study the heuristic po-
tential of the dialogue and to reveal the specifics of the creative process based on it. The methodology of the study includes the use of an interdiscipli-
nary approach that relies on the achievements of cultural studies, aesthetic theory by both Ukrainain and foreign authors. Theoretical and practical
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parity personified by U. Eko and J.-C. Carriére leads to organic and almost imperceptible, the transition of the interlocutors from one topic to another,
prompting the reader to reflect on certain "cultural issues”, which, at times, are more than paradoxical. The scientific novelty lays in the disclosure of
the specifics of a book as a cultural phenomenon, accentuating significantly. The potential of dialogue for understanding the dynamics and specifics of
the creative process, the emotional state of the artist, the stimulilation of his creativity, the phenomenon of fantasy. The theoretical possibilities discov-
ered in the process of analysis of this phenomenon stimulated exploration of the specificity of the transition from the language of the figurative types of
art and architecture to the language of literature, mainly "fitting" the extrasis in the field of semiotic issues. This, in turn, led to the speculation regarding
the reproduction of one type of art by means of another, thus revealing new aspects in the study of synthesis and sinews. Observations that are ex-
pressed in the pages of the "Do not Expect to Get Rid of Books!" dialogs not only expand, but also, to a large extent, change the angle of the analysis of
the extrasis. The interpretation, which formally conflicts with the authentic principle, actually plays an important cultural role. It is on this correlation of
the authentic and interpretative and emphasizes U. Eko's attention, considering it as the determining factor of the extrasis. The practical importance of
the dialogue "Do not expect to get rid of books!", except for the cultural worth, has a powerful stimulating start, and its analysis is able to activate theo-
retical research, expanding, and sometimes - updating the range of modern Ukrainian humanitaristics.

THE CONCEPT OF CULTURAL AND CREATIVE INDUSTRIES IN THE EUROPEAN ACADEMIC FIELD
AND POLICIES OF THE EU AND GREAT BRITAIN

Current European integration course in Ukraine requires rethinking Ukrainian scientific and policies meaning of the cultural sphere as the set of
cultural industries, which produce and distribute goods or services with special cultural value, irrespective of the commercial value they may have.
According to the main UN Resolutions, UNESCO Conventions and legal activity of the European Commission since 90th of XX century cultural
assets are considered to be - an instrument and resource of economic, cultural and social sustainable development of states, cities and regions.
New conditions require scientific methods for modelling Ukrainian cultural industries, identification of the priority industries. Besides the concept
of cultural industries European scientists and governmental officials, use the concept of creative industries, especially, for the policymaking. All
that show the need for clarification of these concepts in Ukrainian scientific field and policies making practice for governmental purposes.

The purpose of this article is to study the meaning of the concepts of cultural and creative industries according to the European scientific discourse
and policies making documents in the EU and the UK. The article shows that modern European scientists do not use the tradition of critical interpreta-
tion of the cultural industry, which was offered by representatives of the Frankfurt School in the mid-twentieth century. Scientists improve concepts to
identify the sphere of culture as an economic reality, which is reflected in the specific governmental documents of the UK, the EU and UNESCO for
policies making to improve sustainable development. The models of cultural and creative industries offer a logic of distinction according to the basis of
the value component: the output of the creative activity has utility that is more functional for the consumers; it could be a component of the production
of other industries, not only cultural industries. Cultural output has cultural value. The purpose of the creative industries is to produce goods and ser-
vices for the commercial trade. Cultural industries produce cultural content, which embodies or conveys cultural expressions.

FEATURES OF BECOMING AND DEVELOPMENT OF CULTURAL AND LEISURE PRACTICES IN ANCIENT GREECE

The analysis features of becoming and development of cultural and leisure practices in Ancient Greece is the goal of the article. The author
justifies the preconditions which formed the appropriate hierarchy of life values of ancient Greek and reated the base for leisure development
in Ancient Greece. It has been determined the leading preconditions such as absolute kosmolohizm, religiosity and polytheism, mental features
of ancient Greeks and agon of Greek life, human cultural activity, polis political system, special perception of freedom as condition of absence
of bright expressed domination over the human and strict regulation of the individual behavior, his personality initiative, existence of free time
that isn't occupied by routine and care of urgent daily needs. It has been revealed the essence of such cultural and leisure practices as sym-
posiya, gymnasiya, professional, religious and political groups, agons, theatrical performances, visiting of agora and organization of events. It
has been argued that the general patriarchal orientation of Greek civilization affected the system of leisure organization in Ancient Greece. It
has been justified the opinion that value of leisure was being determined by its role in the aid of social balance: between the tendencies to
integration and differentiation of society and to its unification and hierarchy. Therefore, there were coexistent leisure forms connected with the
opposite social tendencies: some leisure demonstrations were acceptable for all (or for most) groups of population, they united and consoli-
dated it, and others, limited by some requirements, extended social, cultural and political differences. Consequently there is a distribution of
leisure practices on private (in which people could to participate according to their interests), and social (collective); obligatory (the participa-
tion was compulsory), and voluntary (choice of which depended only on desires of people); "high" (addressed only to mental and physical
development of people), and "inactive” (passive recreation, entertainment or bodily pleasure).

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ECOLOGY OF CULTURE: LANDSCAPE APPROACH

The article represents the analysis of the philosophic-cultural aspects of establishment of the culture ecology in the context of various direc-
tion. The modern times actualize specific processes of cultural studies ecologization, which in its turn is stipulated first of all the fact that the tradi-
tional sphere of the cultural studies was "human-society"”, but the inclusion of the nature into the spiritual life sphere envisages the change of the
modern societyparadigm, certain correction of world-view values and human consciousness. The methodological basis of the study is the concept,
offered by D.Likhachov, which in relation to nature and culture requires general rules of moral awareness of oneself as a part of the nature and as a
part of the culture, as well as the analysis of the culture ecology in the context of landscape approach, offered by V. Kaganskyi.

Studying the historical-cultural landscapes,a famous cultural specialist D.Likhachovseesthe biosphere as a specific envelope of the Earth. He thinks
about the cultural sphere as a certain historical "noosphere” of the planet, which has been performing the changing effect on the biosphere, that naturally
required specific cultural study instruments. That is why in a very short period the cultural ecology has become a key factor in many biological, philosophical
and cultural papers, which is supported by a large number of national and foreign researchers, who offer their own understanding of the cultural ecology. In
the context of cultural ecology the landscape exists and is understood by different cultural practices and is a type of an abstract model, which cannot be
touched and seen, it needs to be lived and experienced as the unity of space, things and meanings. V.Kaganskyi states that modern popularization of the
monuments and culture protection results in a peculiar discarding of landscape, instead of experiencing it. In his analysis of various directions, V. Kaganskyi
determines a special approach - geomorphism, which supports the variety of the cultural landscape places, as cultural value (where three components -
landscape space, knowledge about it and experiencing it - are united). The main value of which is the value of inter-personal communication. This can be
regarded as the creation of a new cultural reality, in which a person is immersed, and the cultural space becomes the landscape space (this is the unity of
natural and cultural components, spatial forms and cultural meanings). Thus, the cultural landscape is seen as a phenomenon, which identifies itself, exists
and is understood in different ways - in cultural practices, establishment of landmarks, which in general attracts the attention to the cultural knowledge,
cultural ecology in particular, and stresses its importance in the modern culture.

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CORPORALITY AS AN ATTRIBUTE OF SCULPTURE(EUROPEAN CONTEXT)

The historical development of art is a change of paradigms. Each paradigm contains a special understanding of art, defined both by the act of
creativity itself and by the evaluation of its results. It is especially important to identify the origins of these changes, identify their stages, and de-
termine the direction of the evolution of artistic creativity. In this context, corporeality as an artistic paradigm of European sculpture is considered
in an article in the historical dimension from classics to postmodernism.

Background research driven by changes that have suffered over the past century art not only in terms of formative principles, but also in terms
of being a work of art. The term "art” is not given apriori; it is inseparable from the historical conditions of its own realization and filled with differ-
ent content. In ancient tradition, from which theoretical understanding of artoriginates, provides an understanding of art as mimetic activity. For
plastic art of the ancient Greeks man was the epitome of all things, the prototype of all creation and the created. The human body in great shape
was almost the only model of art aesthetic. The Greeks thought it only as a stature completeness.

For the Greeks, body language was the language of soul, although Greek plastics did not know what analysis characters the cult of the individ-
ual, which is typicalfor the art of modern times. Plasticity, the ancient body kinetics can be regarded as some el 1ts of the wtic structure of
a particular language as a kind of mimicry. Plastic modern European sculpture shows opposite tothe ancient classics, Christian traditional relation-
ship of mind and body. Antiquity knew dualism of mind and body, and provided perception of the gods only in the body incarnation. Christianity
brought a legislateddualism and brought early naive monism attitudeinto the historically natural decay. In the art of the Renaissance in Europe, due
to rethinking of ancient Christian tradition, experience acquires the tendency of forming an image of ideal body oriented on classic examples.

In the mid-nineteenth century, under the influence of a new understanding of human corporeality was an appeal to antiquity qualitatively new
level due to the growing trend of "naturalization” in human culture and criticism concerning the previous historical periods.

In the culture of the twentieth century, there was a quite relevant anthropological stance of negativism. Justification ofindividual values has led
to a lack of uniform standards, because itwas perceived as an encroachment on personality. The natural beauty in all its perfection, the image of
which was the purpose and content of Antiquity plasticsand the Renaissance art lost all its worthiness and has becomea subject of neglecting
within the postmodernism.

URBAN STUDIES IN THE CONTEXT OF THEORIES OF VISUAL PRACTICES

One of the leading trends in contemporary cultural studies is the appeal to the field of visual. The purpose of the article is to investigate the
range of problems associated with the existence, functioning of various visual practices in the urban space and the disclosure of the specifics of
communication carried out through their intermediation. In urban space, there are many forms, such as monumental architecture, urban sculpture,
outdoor illumination, landscape art, street art, graffiti and others. These artifacts are the subject of cultural research within different disciplines -
aesthetics, cultural studies, design, and art. It may be noted that in recent decades, significant development gets such a direction as Urban Studies,
in which the focus of research serves the city. The methodology of the study includes an appeal to an interdisciplinary approach that relies on the
achievements of practical cultural studies, Urban studies, and aesthetics theory by Ukrainian and Western authors. Scientific novelty consists in
analyzing the connection of actual visual practices presented in the urban space and forming of Internet activity, which facilitates the mutual influ-
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ence of these spheres one on another. The author noted that urban space is gradually becoming not only interactive, but also fully assuming the
characteristics of WEB 2.0, which means active rethinking and transforming the environment, urban residents involvement in decision-making that
becomes a norm of everyday life. City is a kind of text that reflects changing tastes, political and economic factors in visual form. Town and city
public spaces play an important role in shaping the interaction within society. One of the pressing problems of practical cultural studies in general
and urban areas in particular, should be integrated into organization of the urban environment and design the image of the city. The practical sig-
nificance lies in the fact that the results of the research can be used in developing the urban sphere in particular and in actualizing the issue of
organizing the urban environment and constructing the image of the city.
