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CREATIVITY: A PERSONAL VIEW

The meaning of creativity is an illusive concept and highly subjective. This article focusses on four strands (curiosity,
illusion, execution and innovation) and weaves them into a tapestry that represents the personal view of the author. An
innovative hypothesis is that creativity is related to the bicameral mind and this is backed by reference to current neuroscientific
research. The author is by profession a mathematician but posits in the article that at the micro level there is no difference
between Art and Science regarding the act of creation. The article discusses this process from four different angles; curiosity,
illusion, execution and innovation. The final synthesis is left to the reader.

Key words: Bicameral Brain, Constructivist theory of the brain,Creativity, illusion, innovation.

Formulation of the problem.The idea being
explored is that of the creative process. The author
believes that Homo Sapiens consists of "embodied
minds" and hypothesizes that there are strong links to
creative actions and the latest published neuroscientific
research on the bicameral mind. There is a myriad of
approaches that could be taken but the author looks at
the subject area through the lens of a prism. The four
faces of this prism allow "creativity" to be examinedunder
the four facets of curiosity illusion, execution and
innovation. It is left to the "creative mind" of the reader to
synthesis these personal observations and form their own
view of the process of creative actions.

Analysis of research and publications. The article is
supported by research in several areas. Barrett
andMcGilchrist are leaders in latest neuroscientific research
on how the brain functions and the article also refers to the
controversial views on the birth of consciousness by Jaynes.
There are philosophical references from Heidegger and
Durham. Smolin is a leading quantum physicist with strong
views on creativity in ScienceThe views of esteemed artistic
commentators such as Koestler Anderson and Perricone.
Finally, the innovative fusion of Science and Art by Christian
Bok is referenced in the article by Tanburri.

Purpose of the article. The purpose of this article is to
explore the meaning of the "creativity". To do so, the author
uses neuroscientific ideas of the embodied mind and the
bicameral brain. The views expressed are personal ones
and some will be regarded as controversial by the readers.
This fulfills the second purpose of the article to stimulate
debate in this important area. The authors email address is
available, and all comments would be welcomed.

Exposition of the main material of the study.

1. Introductory ideas

The essence of human existence is not be found in
space and time but in the "experiencing of experience
"which Heidegger calls "dasein." Our being is the totality of
our existence at any instant of time. [4] This article is about
one feature of human existence — creativity. | do not
distinguish between creativity in Science and Art. These
two cultures are not independent but form a
complementary and intersecting oneness. The following
definition could apply to both:

a complex and dynamic intellectual
endeavour rich with creativity, innovation,
alert and responsive to public concerns and
curiosities and deeply implicated in
religious and philosophical debates that
have given vibrancy to history.

| am distinguishing here between Science and the
Scientific paradigm which is a methodology,using logical,
precision and rationality, developed by scientists for "doing
science". The paradigm claims to beobjective in the sense
that every experiment should be repeatable and
independent of the experimenter who is outside the system.
But, in itself, the paradigm is subjective as it is the agreed
consensus of the time. This ambiguity reveals the non-linear
accumulation of knowledge which is a Hegelian dialectic
between objectivity and subjectivity.The Scientific Paradigm
has been brilliantly successful and the technical age we
inhabit is due to its success but is not the focus of this paper.

Science and Art both involve reason to create meaning
as opposed to devolving explanations, meanings and
causes to supernatural beings which are personalised in
the concept of a God (or Gods). This is a excuse to
absolve Homo Sapiens from responsibility for their actions
and reduce their control of their destiny to a propitiatory
and worshiping one., Religion can provide meaning to
existence butbycreating an escape route- a meta-entity
which then itself needs a meaning.

Although both Science and Art attempt to find
"meaning"”, there is a difference. Science associates
"meaning" with explanation. It is impossible without faith.
Faith not in the religious sense but faith as the belief that
nature can be explained. Nature is not like the croquet
game in Lewis Carroll's "Alice in Wonderland" where the
balls are hedgehogs, the players can walk away at any
time and the rules are made by a capricious queen.
Science believes that nature is passive in the Augustinian
sense — that its difficulties in understanding lie within the
human mind. Nature is not directed by ancient gods who
deliberately hide its behaviour or change it to confound
mankind, which is the Manichaean view. To quote Einstein:
"God maybe subtle but he is not mean" Scientific
explanations provide the opportunity to create the modern
world, but deeper meanings are still hidden. Maxwell's laws
explain Electricity and magnetism, Einstein's space-time
explains gravity, Darwin's theory of evolution explains how
species have developed but these explanations are not
complete. Science cannot explain what an electromagnetic
wave is, or a graviton or why evolution is regulated by the
Darwinian survival mechanism. Great scientists (Einstein,
Bohr, Heisenberg) realise that buried beneath the building
blocks of scientific explanations, there really does exist an
innate unity and beauty, a hidden poetry, a message that
we could read if we had the means to understand it. It is
here that Art plays a role and give meaning when Science
cannot. This is the sense of a "complementary and
intersecting oneness".

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2. The Creative Process

The brain plays a major role in any creative activity, so it
is worth a brief digression into neuroscience.Recent
research seems to favour two hypotheses of how the brain
functions:constructivism and the bi-cameral brain. Their
primary importance for this article is not their veracity but
the fact that they have inspired and stimulated my thinking.
The classical view of the brain (known as the Triune Model)
assumes that the brain reacts to its environment by
matching preformed internal concepts against external
perceptions and that there are specific parts of the brain
that control (or are strongly influential) in controlling specific
feelings. This concept of hard-wired knowledge is currently
being researched by constructivist theories. Thesetheories
share the belief that perceptionsare not mechanically
acquired, but actively constructed by the brain. All sensory
information (whether it is internal i.e. from body parts or
external i.e. from perceptions) is a massive changing puzzle
for the brain to solve. Both internal and external inputs
involve continuous sensory signals that are highly variable
and ambiguous as they reach the brain. To make sense of
this, the brain to predicts them before they arrive, fills in any
missing details and find regularities (where possible) so that
one experiences a world of objects, people, music and
events not the blooming buzzing confusion that is really out
there. Thus, the brain creates "perceptions" to make the
sensory signals meaningful, providing an explanation for
where they came from, what they refer to in the world and
how to act on them. These perceptions are so vivid and
immediate, that they cultivate the belief that oneis
experiencing the world as it israther thanthe personal one
constructed by your brain. All thatisperceived and therefore
experienced as the outside world is inside the brain. [2]
There is a common saying "Seeing is believing."
Constructivists insist that it is the opposite that is true.
"Believing is seeing." You canonly see what your brain
believes. This is a completely counter-intuitive view of
reality. Its implication is that "meaning" is subjective. The
scientist and the artist are presenting their own inner
struggle and resolution (mental model) which have to
reconciled with the observer's own mental model. It is this
tension between the two that provides the opportunity for
emotions such as awe, wonder and beauty which are
associated with the creative act.

The second research activity concerns the peculiar
structure of the brain itself. There are obvious restrictions
on its size as it is constrained by the geometry of the
human skull, but its shape is intriguing. It seems to be two
hemispheroidal shapes (called right and left) bound
together by a band of nerves called the Corpus Callosum.
Another name for this is the bi-cameral brain. By studying
people with split brain disorders, it seems that in the right
hemisphere, the emphasis is on experience, emotion, and
the nuances of expression (implicitness). The left
hemisphere takes a mechanical view, assembling
disconnected, disembodied parts which are relatively
distanced from human feeling, explicit, lacking in empathy
and insight. [7] The left hemisphere is always searching for
deep hidden structures in the world and assumes that his
can be done through rational thinking. The right
hemisphere is to attempt to capture the experience,relating
individuals into the context of changingunified whole.The
research also suggestsis that these functions are
asymmetric -at any one time, one of the hemispheres is the
master and one the follower. [7]

The oldest of our senses, "touch." is primarily governed
by the right hemisphere. More brain space in the
somatosensory cortex is given to the hand than any other
part of the body and fingers have a high density of touch

receptors compared to other body areas. [8] The
enjoyment of the sexual act is primarily tactile, and we
have a tactile imagination. Good art or science stimulate
awe and wonder which are often displayed by piloerection
(goose bumps). These are right hemisphere experiences.
We use metaphors such as "to grasp our attention", "to
causefeelings"”, "the experience was spine tingling."

The theory of colour provides an example of how the
two hemispheres view reality.The Scientific explanation is
that white light s composed of seven different primary
colours each with a unique wavelength. In Science, there is
no colour "black" just the absence of "light". Although this
theory explained the phenomenon of rainbows, it is counter
to our intuition and certainly a product of the left
hemisphere. Goethe violently disagreed with the scientific
theory. Colour is not a property of light; it is constructed in
the brain. We experience different colours. They belong to
the right hemisphere., It impossible for any physical
combination of individual colours to create the colour "white".
"Black" IS a colour in its own right — derived from carbon-
based elements. All pictorial artists know this, and their
creativity is in how they use these paints to create meaning.

Homo Sapiens is a social animal and, as such, certain
common views are shared for social cohesion. This
research implies that "truth" and "meaning" exist solely in
the brain. Thus, there are two tasks for the artist/scientist:
an internal search to discover through personal
experiences a meaning and then an external search as to
how this meaning can be represented. This could demand
a third search to create new means of representation (new
theories, new materials, new artifices) The "truth" of the
final product is the acceptance of peers not an intrinsic
quality. As such, the creative search will always continue.

Science and Art straddle both worldviews. Their starting
point is always in the experience (right hemisphere) but the
left is needed to a greater or lesser extent. Many great
works of art could not have been produced without the help
of the left hemisphere. (architecture, perspective,
geometry) and many great scientific insights came from the
right hemisphere — the world of experience.

3. Some aspects of Creativity

There are so many ways to approach "creativity" that a
lens is needed to provide a framework for my observations.
Copyingthe famous experiment when Newton shone light
through a prism to find its constituents, | have chosen a
prism — the tetrahedron for my lens. The tetrahedron (the
simplest of the platonic solids)is the smallest space that
can be enclosed by triangles which themselves are the
simplest shapes that can be constructed from straight
lines.) We are all "embodied minds" with an in-built, natural
awareness of space. "Geometry is all' said Plato, so it is
satisfying for me to use a geometrical analytical tool.l
designate the four faces of the tetrahedron to represent
Curiosity, lllusion, Execution and Innovation. One can never
describe a "thing" without describing its parts yet describing
its parts (however well it is done) never captures the
essence of the "thing". With this caveat in mind, | wish to
discuss these four aspects of "creativity." | leave it to the
"creativity" of the reader to synthesise these thoughts and
create their own meaning frommy words.

3.1. Curiosity

Man is a curious animal — a problem solver. The
creation of tools is a distinguishing feature of his
development. The creative aspect of a tool occurs when an
object is seen as a thing in itself and also as a thing that
can be used for a different purpose. They share a common
pattern which Koestler terms "bisociation" — a blending of
elements drawn from two previously unrelated matrices of
thought into a new matrix of meaning by way of a process
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involving comparison, abstraction and categorisation,
analogies and metaphors. [6] The left hemisphere breaks
the oneness of the right hemisphere by classifying, by
compartmentalising knowledge, creating artificial
constructs. Science and Art can be regarded as tools of
discovery which have their origin in the right hemisphere.

The development of language matches that of tool
creation (there are different hypotheses as to which caused
which) and, as a means of communication, has been
maybe the dominant factor in civilisation. However, there is
a downside to language. Words are created to portray
meaning but this meaning is often a highly abstracted
version of the experience. For example, many of the
problems concerning the acceptance of the Quantum
theory were caused by using words with an agreed
meaning (such as spin, velocity, position) in a new
circumstance. Difficulties occurred as the ideas
represented by these words were different. A similar
problem occurs in the Economics. Words such as "price",
"productivity", "supply" and "demand" are concepts that
have their origin in the right hemisphere but have been
heavily abstracted by the left, stripped of all qualities When
something is written down it becomes fixed. A barrier is
created. The search for ways to break down these
boundaries and connect different meanings is an
importantaspect of creativity. This is one of the features of
poetry which is a creative play with words and in so doing
provoking new perceptions.

A controversial corollary to the bicameral theory is the
hypothesis put forward by Jaynes' [5] which gives an
evolutionary account of the conscious mind. Jaynes
precisely defines consciousness as self-awareness — a
conceptual, metaphor-generated inner world that parallels
the actual world. His claim is that human self-awareness
arose from the power of language and the ability to make
metaphors and analogies. Metaphors of "me" and
analogous models of "I" allowed consciousness to develop
through introspection and self-visualization. There are two
explanations to the rise of self-awareness. Jaynes argues
that in prehistory, the right hemisphere dominated the bi-
cameral mind and that there was a merger of the wo
hemispherical views to v create the modern mind. The
other explanation is entirely the opposite in that the brain
became more apart. Phenomena that were previously
uncomplicated experienced as part of a unified
consciousness now became separated. Intuitions became
themselves objects of study and objectified. The concept of
"mine" did not previously exist as one was part of the whole
but now the left hemisphere was able to detach(abstract) it
from reality. Both hypotheses agree that consciousness is
only part of mental activity and is not essential for
sensation, perception, concept formation, learning, thinking
or even reasoning. Jayne hypothesises that there were, at
one time, human beings who did most of the things we do
— speak, understand, perceive, solve problems, create art —
but who were not self-aware. Its emergence had a
profound effect on creativity in the arts and sciences.

If one examines the statuettes of ancient time, many
are not individualised, concentrating on the sexual or
physical aspects of humans. Jaynesattributes this to a lack
of self-awareness which he equates with consciousness.
[7]1 The artwork on the walls of the tombs of the pharaohs is
dazzling and masterful but the representations (animals,
gods and all human figures) are identical — there is no
personalisation. The Pharaoh is indicated by his size. The
death mask of Tutankhamun is recognised as an example
of a great creation, but it does not portray the buck-toothed
boy that his mummy has revealed. It could have been
placed on any pharaoh's sarcophagus. The meaning of

their art was in its execution. Even today, one could not
improve on the death mask or rival the Palaeolithic cave
paintings. This lack of consciousness did not prevent the
building of societies and civilizations (the Near East,
Egypt, Southern Africa, India, China, Mesoamerica) which
were developed by commands attributed to Gods and other
rulers — i.e. external "authorities" using various symbols,
such as graves, temples, and idols.These examples could
also be seen as products of the left hemisphere which
places individuals into categories and focusses on
analysis. Jaynes advances the theory that this focus was
gradually directed inwards (to the person) and there was a
transition to self-awareness. When, and over which period,
this transition to the conscious mind occurred is an area of
debate. Jaynes associates it with the collapse of the
bronze age culture around 1000 BC and the eruption of
Thera which destroyed the Minoan culture. Others posit a
more gradual decline. Self-awareness m has an important
role in the creative process. With no consciousness, there
is no inner angst on the part of the artist. They are at the
command of their gods. To me, such work can be
wondrous but, in its execution, rather than in its essence.

It is interesting to analyse the work of Homer. In the
lliad (written around800 BC) theactions of the heroes are
determined by the gods.There is a lack of individualisation.
The Odyssey (which was around 700 BC) deals with the
journey home after the fall of Troy. It is a different style of
writing where the hero (Ulysses) is very much an individual
who makes decisions.lt seems that there the RH was
assuming a more important role. A few hundred years later
we have Socrates, Aristotle and Plato who are using their
minds to reason and question nature. The gods have been
silenced. Men are learning to abstract from the experiential
world. This is a left hemisphere feature. Language has
developed and can be written down. The drama of
Aeschylus and Aristophanes depict situations that mirror
those of the audience. The Greek Chorus are introduced,
but they all wore masks. They were not individuals. We
have the beginnings of objectivity. Instead of living life, we
are observing it. One thinks of Shakespeare "All the worlds
a stage and all the players actors" This LH dominance
remained (the dark ages) till the next rise of creativity
exemplified by the Renaissance.

3.2. lllusion

Our natural curiosity drives our search for meaning both
in the arts and the sciences, but all meaning is eventually
shown to be an illusion. Science does not set out to create
an illusion, its explanations are attempts to further
understanding whereas art is more aware of the illusion of
meaning. A skill of drama is to create a suspension of
belief where the spectator can identify with the role the
actor is playing whilst being aware that it is actor on a
stage or in a film. This ambiguity, this tension is one source
of creativity. The extent to which the natural empathy that
humans feel for other humans is manipulated is the mark of
a great dramatist. To do this, the dramatist must also relate
to the feelings of the audience so there is a three-way
creative process taking place — an identification of a
relevant emotion, an internal resolution of tat emotion and
the re-presentation of that emotion in a way that absorbs
the spectator. The continued popularity of Shakespeare's
plays is that he has succeeded in all three aspects of this
process and Hamlet's doubts on the meaning of life are as
relevant today as the 16™ century and indeed one often
overlooks the fact that Hamlet never actually existed.

This raises the concept of truth. Science has often been
thought to be the search for truth, but this needs to be
examined in more detail. A scientific (mathematical) truth
exists in the sense that the result is consistent with theory,
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but, here, all variables have been stripped of any
experiences or emotions. In this sense, science and its
"truth" is tautological as it is "proving" what it defines as
"truth" It has no compulsion to accurately mirror reality. The
fact that it does so is an area of research in itself. David
Hilbert defined mathematics as "moving meaningless
symbols around according to certain roles" Is art about the
idea or about the idea that the scientist has about the idea.

The "thinkability" of an idea depends on what is in the
brain of the thinker. Knowledge and meaning becomes less
about truth but about the examination of the idea. There is
a structural instability between an idea and what the idea
represents. Can one hear "wind." One can hear "wind in
trees", "wind in chimneys", wind in the countryside" but
these are only the effect of the wind. In a Jackson Pollack
painting, it is the dripping paint that produces the meaning
not the artist. Manet tried to capture the "truth" of ripples on
a pond, Van Gogh tried to paint nature in its "true"
essence, Camus and Kafka tried to show the absurdity of
truth. An interesting concept is that of be-ables. According
to Bell [3] and Smolin, [9] in Science, it should be possible
to say "what is" rather than merely "what is observed". As
Deschamps famously said "Cecin'est pas une pipe." This is
all very well but — quite apart from philosophical arguments
questioning the notion of a noumenal world -experimental
observations continue to confound the realists. The
quantum notion of entanglement (where particles can
instantaneously affect each other regardless of distance)
directly contradicts common sense. It seems that meaning
exists independent of the human. The more we discover; it
seems the less we know. The study of space shows that it
does not exist — it is part of a four-dimensional abstraction
called space -time. The current theory of an atom is that it
consists of quarks which have no mass or physical
properties. To quote Asimov

"scientific knowledge has fractal
properties, that no matter how
much we learn, whatever is left,
however small it may seem, is just
as infinitely complex as the whole
was to start with. That, | think, is
the secret of the Universe.

In painting, there is also the illusion created by space.
Piero della Francesco made a creative leap when he
challenged the notion that three-dimensional
representations could not be made on a two-dimensional
canvas. His book "On Perspective in painting" is the
earliest and only pre-1500 Renaissance treatise solely
devoted to the subject of perspective. [1] It is also a good
example of a synthesis between science and art as the
book relied heavily on mathematical ideas. This curiosity
concerning dimensions was also demonstrated by Dante
two hundred years earlier.In his great work, the Inferno,he
described two spheres -one for God and one for the people
but wanted to connect every person directly with God. To
solve the problem, he made a totally creative and mental
leap of joining every point of two three-dimensional
spheres to make a four-dimensional manifold which wasn't
discovered by mathematicians till seven hundred years
later. Another illusionary technique is to present different
perspectives in the same painting. David Hockney's
"Pearblossom Highway no 2" shows a road from both the
drivers and the passenger's perspective to form an
interpretation of what we see.

The French scientist, Chevreul studied Newton's
thoughts on the mixing of light, and found that if two
colours are placed next to each other, from a distance they

give the illusion of a third distinctive colour. Also, the
juxtaposition of primary hues next to each other create a
far more intense and pleasing colour. The artist Seurat
adopted these ideas to create pointillism which.is a
technique of painting in which small, distinct dots of colour
are applied in patterns to form an image. He believed that a
painter could use colour to create harmony and emotion in
art in the same way that a musician uses counterpoint and
variation to create harmony in music. Viewed up close, his
paintings are just a jumble of dots but from afar they create
beautiful illusions of reality. The same can be said of the
impressionists whose illusions are from a distance and lose
their meaning when viewed up close.

3.3. Execution

My view is that Science and Art have always been
concerned with attributing meaning to reality and as the
view of reality has changed, so have they. In the visual
arts, one can trace an unbroken line through all the "isms"
when the artist looks to his inner self to find his meaning
before the creativity of the second stage is needed to
convey this meaning to others. This aspect of creativity,
that can be observed in any trade, is the skill of its
execution. It is most pronounced in the performative arts.
The power of oratory and rhetoric is not as potent in
today's world but can still resonate when done well. As an
Englishman, my hairs still tingle when | hear a great natural
orator such as Richard Burton or Lawrence Olivier speak
their lines or read great poetry.A drama rests as much on
the skills of the actors as the text. Modern variations on this
theme are Pirandello's "Six Characters in search of an
Author" and Woody Allen "The Purple Rose of Cairo."
Great poets experiment with juxtapositions and
combinations of words as well as the intricacies of rhyme
and rhythm, metre and parsing. The most frequently
encountered metre of English verse is the iambic
pentameter, used by Shakespeare. When the already deaf
Beethoven conducted the opening performance of his
sublime fifth symphony, it was a disaster. It needs to be
executed well under the expertise of good conductor to
achieve its full splendour.

One looks at the portrait of Phillip IV by Diego
Velasquez andis awe struck by the personal mastery
exhibited in the painting. | would argue that the
executionary aspect of creativity can be distinguished from
the inner struggle. And that Velasquez's genius is
displayed in the execution of the painting.l have creative
ideas but have never produced a great painting. How does
one transfer an idea to a flat surface? The size of the
surface, its shape and what is made of are crucial decision.
Leonardo was experimenting a new technique which
unfortunately is susceptible to decay. The next decision is
the choice of paint — watercolours or oils and then which
colours are available. One forgets that in this age of plenty
how difficult it was to obtain colours. All these decisions are
made before the actual transfer onto the surface begins.
These skills range from Velasquez's precision to Jackson
Pollacks dripping paints. Curiosity alone is not enough to
produce a creative genius. A careful study of their lives
reveals that their curiosity was aligned to meticulous and
continuous application. "Fortune favours the prepared
mind." Current research shows that it takes an average of
ten thousand hours of practice to master a skill. It is at that
stage, that a fortuitous turn of events or thoughts can
"create" The ten thousand hours of experience is needed
here This whole process is part of "the creative act".

An overlooked creative activity is that of a comedian.
Comedy has roots back through all recorded history. The
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sudden bisociation of an idea or event with two habitually
incompatible matrices will produce a comic effect, provided
that the narrative, the semantic pipeline, carries the right
kind of emotional tension. When the pipe is punctured, and
our expectations are fooled, the now redundant tension
gushes out in laughter. [6] This has all the aspects of
creativity discussed so far. There is a creative tension. Two
previously unthought of events are put together to produce a
new situation. But what is also important is the skill of the
comedian. He must have what is called a good sense of
timing. He first of all has to create with his words and actions
a known situation and then burst the tension at exactly the
right moment. How many good jokes have fallen flat
because of the poor executive skills of the joke teller?

Similar bursts of created tension (though not
accompanied by laughter) occur in great literature. | can
remember the moment when | was struck dumb as Maxim
de Winter announced that he has murdered Rebecca in the
novel by Daphne du Maurier. Similarly when Lorna Doone
was shot and Jayne Eyre jilted at the altar.

3.4. Innovation

Innovation is regarded as a key ingredient of creativity,
but it is an elusive concept. It is a paradox that a creative
act need not be creative in the sense that many "creations"
are not new but the reassembly of old facts As newton
remarked about his work "I have stood on the shoulders of
giants" If, as believed, all perceptionsare created anew in
the brain then there is continual innovation taking place.
Every time one cooks an English breakfast, one is
innovating as the breakfast is new -it didn't exist before. Let
us examine the meaning of two words:"New"which means
a fresh version of a known thing and "novel" which means
something that has not existed before. Yet again there is a
difficulty here."Novelty" to a layman is different to that of an
expert.| will define "an innovation" as something "novel" in
the sense that experts have agreed did not exist before.

A difficulty for innovation is habit. The human species
is very comfortable to work within boundaries and easily
sets up habitual actions and routines. Once an innovation
has been made ad accepted, it becomes a habit and
makes it more difficult for the next innovator. What was
regarded as a great innovation some time ago is now seen
as commonplace.

Innovations abound in the visual arts. The human
body has been painted for two thousand vyears in
different, new, styles but always the eyes, nose and
mouth were part of a face. Picasso was exploring how far
he could distort the normal perception of a face and
began what is termed "cubism" What is happening now is
external. Picasso has agonised over the humanform he
wished to paint and has created an image which he is
satisfied with. The question now is how this image relates
to the eyes of the observer. This is a second stage to the
creative process — the creation of an external meaning
from an internal meaning. It then resembles the Janus
god who is usually portrayed as looking both ways.

The apotheosis of this process of creating meaning for
the observer is the Mark Rothko Chapel in Texas. The main
room is a hushed octagonal space with grey stucco walls,
each filled by massive paintings. At first glance, the
paintings appear to be made up of solid, dark colours. But
look closely, and it becomes evident that the paintings are
composed of many uneven washes of pigment that create
variations in every inch. Stepping back, waves of subtle
colour difference appear across the broad surfaces —
leading to an unmistakable impression of physical depth.
The observer then creates his own meaning. There is an

atmosphere of reflection and a sacredness which reminds
one of the cave paintings. The caves provided a protection
for the paintings but maybe also the awe and wonder the
atmosphere produced was instrumental in their choice

As our self-awareness has developed, our
knowledge of the "non-human" world has also
increased. We have found "human" characteristics in the
"non-human" which themselves have properties that
seem human - life, evolution, relationships. Thus, the
distinction between the two categories: "human" and
"non-human" is now becoming blurred. This reflects the
work of Teilhard de Chardin and the Buddha. Teilhard
made sense of the universe by assuming it had
a vitalist evolutionary purpose. He interpreted
complexity as the axis of evolution of matter into a
geosphere, a biosphere, into consciousness (in man),
and then to supreme consciousness. These new ideas
of evolution give new meanings to our lives and afford
new opportunities for creativity.

A currentexample of innovation and the fusion of
science and art is the work of an experimental Canadian
poet called Christian Bok and his project Xenotext which
links language and DNA.[10] Bok has written two short
poems (which he called Ulysses and Eurydice) and linked
them through a coding system. He has enciphered this
code with amino acids and constructed a DNA structure
which he has inserted into a microbe called
D-radiodurans (this microbe was chosen as it is virtually
immutable). The microbe then produces RNA which forms
a protein which when deciphered can be read to produce
Eurydice. The experiment has been successful but, the
resulting protein is transient and soon dissolves. More
research is needed to produce the required stability but in
principle the idea works. The next step would be to
produce more proteins and see if meaningful poems are
produced i.e. human idea from non-human things. This
can be compared with but is different to poems produced
by artificial intelligence as these are intelligent algorithms
where this process is linked to life itself.

Often, people's main concept of creativity is seen as
making "a paradigm change" Paradigms are agreed
perceptions. Because of the social nature of humans, these
paradigms can become "reality" and are very powerful. It
takes creative powers to see beyond these paradigms and
to challenge them. Examples abound.

e Brunelleschi was faced with putting the largest
dome ever made on the Cathedral in Florence. The left
hemisphere thought it impossible and the mathematics
needed was not available but through inner conviction,
intuition and sheer brilliance he succeeded. It is still
amongst the largest unsupported domes in existence today

e The second law of thermodynamics states that
entropy is increasing and eventually the universe will end
up as a featureless void. The opposite view is that the
universe is a living, evolving process that is unending. But,
surely the second law of thermodynamics is THE
unchangeable fixed universal law — without it heat would
flow from cold to hot and all sorts of funny processes would
happen. But this is a belief. There is much scientific
evidence to support it but scientific theories can be shown
to be inadequate. One way out is to invoke local and non-
local, closed and open systems where the law applies to
one and not to the other. In Science, the tools used by
Einstein -(curved space (Reimann), the transformations
(Lorentz), relative motion (Galileo) — were not his.
Einstein's creative genius was challenging the Kantian
paradigm that space and time were a priori, independent
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entities and the Newtonian theory of gravity to create the
notion of space -time.

e In Music, even the ideas of tonality and harmony
are now being challenged. The most influential composer
of the 21st century, Phillip Glass describes his work as
"What | was looking for was a way of combining harmonic
progression with the rhythmic structure | had been
developing, to produce a new overall structure.

4. Synthesis

Some of the issues that have most personal
resonance are:

¢ As knowledge is increasing, we understand less;

e The infinite "infinity of varieties" can never be
comprehended;Spirit is not leading the dance but the
dance governing the spirit.

e |tis possible that there is a future without us.

e Life forms are composed of non-life which is now
revealed to be living!

These all impact on the notion of creativity in both
Science and Art which are Janus type activities involving
inward and outward challenges.

Conclusion. Recently, a new type of object, a "hyper
object", has been created which isboth outside and inside
of us Examples are economic forces, the unconscious,
evolution, the biosphere, global warming and even
pandemics.Creativity must attune to this new reality.
Beauty is an atonement between two beings, a subject and
an object, in which the subject discovers something
surprising: it is capable of having an experience outside
of its ego shell.

In my opinion, there seems to be a drift of control away
from the "thinker" to the thing that is thought. The objects
are beginning to speak. We are entering an Asymmetrical
age. The artist is becoming all dressed up with nowhere to
go. Creative ideas are beautiful souls packaged in the
supermarket of anxiety.

The creative act is a wondrous act. It must involve a
search, a resolution, novelty, awe, wonder and beauty. It is
present in every minute of our existence. It is the definition
of humanity.This article is a personal interpretation of the
meaning of "creativity". All the views expressed are my

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PHILOSOPHICAL CONNOTATIONS OF THE LEADERSHIP PHENOMENON

The article focuses on the phenomenon of leadership in philosophical discourse. Philosophical retrospection of the concept
of "leadership" as a philosophical phenomenon and its systematic analysis is carried out. Philosophical connotations of the
phenomenon of leadership in the dynamics of social and political processes of modern times are being defined.

In modern society, the well-formed image of leaders of organizations, movements and etcetera an important role. Leadership
is a universal phenomenon of social life. It is present in any sphere of human activity that requires stratification: the separation of
leaders and subordinates, leaders and followers.

In modern science, where there is a commonality of initial positions, leadership is characterized by ambiguity: as a social
relationship of domination and subordination in a group or organization (sociology); as a characteristic of the figure of a leader
and ijts impact on others (psychology); as effective and successful innovations in business, dominance in enterprise
performance (economy); as developing vision, decision-making, empowerment and direction of people towards specific goals
(management); as a process of human interaction in which authoritative people wield real power, exerting legitimate influence on
a society that voluntarily gives them part of its political power and rights (political science).

The essence of leadership reveals its numerous concepts and theories that have evolved in the history of philosophy and
social philosophy. Classical theorists tried to understand and develop the ideal concepts of leadership. Modern researchers are
not analyzing the ideal of leadership, but what it is.

The philosophical understanding of leadership can be seen, first, as a form of power held by one individual or group of

individuals; secondly, as a social position of decision-making; thirdly, as an influence on others.
Key words: leadership, leader, perspectives of research of leadership problem, social philosophy research.

Formulation of the problem. The relevance of social
and philosophical analysis of the phenomenon of
leadership derives from the complex dynamics of the
current socio-political processes. The socio-economic
and political processes that are taking place today
continue to create opportunities for its diverse
manifestations. There is a need to study the role and
significance of leaders who are able to make decisions for
others and influence people's actions and behaviour, to
find rational solutions, to map out the future development
of society. All this is of particular importance at the
present stage of social development, when it is necessary
to ensure the rationality, purpose, and efficiency of the
whole process of governance.

The problem of the personality and its role in history has
always been one of the most controversial in science. The
history of philosophy has brought to us certain stages of
development of the idea of leader. It originated in a cult of
heroes in myths, resentments of different gods, which were
identified with their earthly representatives — monarchs,
rulers and so on. Interpreting the phenomenon of leadership.
Later, the analysis of this phenomenon in one form or
another is common to many philosophers who have
speculated about the ideal state and its rulers. Although it is
philosophy that has made a notable contribution to the study
of leadership, contemporary philosophical studies have paid
little attention to this problem.

At the beginning of Art. XXI, the problem of leadership
became interdisciplinary. Psychology examines the
personality of the leader, in particular the style of
leadership of the group, the qualities that the leader should
possess, the peculiarities of the perception of the female
leader in the group, the methods of leadership of the
group. Sociology considers leadership within the social
system. Of particular importance today is the problem of
leadership in political science, in particular the
development of a legitimate procedure for the movement of
the individual towards leadership in the structure of power,
the possibility of managing this process, Adopting best

practices for leaders to engage with their followers and
opponents, different social groups and society as a whole.

The analysis of leadership as a philosophical concept
gives the possibility to organically combine the historical-
philosophical material with the new theoretical development
of modern Ukrainian and Western European science, to
introduce into the wide scientific circulation still undeveloped
by Ukrainian philosophers of sources. This topic appears on
the fringes of the history of philosophy, social philosophy,
social philosophy, sociology, psychology and political
science, giving the opportunity in a new perspective to
consider the social physiofolophy problem through the prism
of the current issues and tasks of sociocultural existence.

Although the first attempts to understand the
phenomenon of leadership were made by philosophers,
conceptual approaches to the concept did not acquire a
comprehensive philosophical foundation or theoretical
generalization. The individual provisions on leadership had
different origins and meanings, depending on the social-
philophotos context.

Analysis of research and publications. The problem
of leadership has always attracted the attention of thinkers.
In particular, the works of Plato, Aristotle, N. Machiavelli,
T. Hobbs, J. Locke, J. Rousseau, G. Gegela, T. Carlyle,
F. Nietzsche, Freida, E. Fromma, T. Adorno et al.
addressing leadership issues, and which are considered
fundamental in the philosophical development of the
problem. The scientific concepts of these thinkers are the
basis of modern theories of leadership.

G. Tard, 3. Freud, A. Petrovsky et al. (psychological
aspect) contributed to the development of various theories
of leadership that address the psychological, sociological,
political and economic aspects of leadership M. Weber,
G. Mosca, V. Pareto et al. (sociological aspect), U. Exton,
G. Simon and others. (economic dimension) As well as
eminent thinkers who explored the political dimension of
the leadership problem, E. Bogardus (Theory of Traits),
R. Stojdill (Situational Theory), E. Hollander (Exchange
Theory), J. Burns (Transformative Theory), G. Gardner

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(Cognitive Theory), R. Lord, M. Hogg (Constructivist
Theory). These studies generally complement.

The social and philosphical aspect of the problem is
being studied by Russian scientists such as G. Ashin,
Y. Gasilyna, B. Kretov, O. Kudryashov and O. Simagin.
Among Ukrainian scientists, the problem of leadership is
investigated by B. Kuhta, M. Mikhalchenko, A. Pakharyov,
F. Rudié, J. Sulima and others.

An analysis of the degree of scientific development of
the topic leads to the conclusion that, despite the existence
of a substantial body of literature which, to a greater or
lesser extent, covers various aspects of the problem
chosen for the study, However, the state of its scientific
understanding cannot be determined sufficiently. Not only
has the notion of "leadership" not been a separate subject
of study in domestic theoretical thought, but also because a
number of focal points of a meaningful phenomenon have
been overlooked by researchers.

Therefore, the purpose of this article is to recreate
the philosophical retrospective of the emergence of the
concept of "leadership" as a social-philophilia phenomenon
and its systematic analysis, and to define its philosophical
content in the dynamics of the social-political processes of
the present time.

Exposition of the main material of the study. The
first attempts at thinking about leadership have reached
ancient times. Ancient thinkers have observed that where
all societies are, there are bound to be leaders — the most
experienced, the most powerful and the bravest people
who win the support and recognition of their citizens. In
heroes, monarchs and the warlords, they saw the true
creators of history.

In the work of the "State" [6] Plato based the principles
of an ideal State-society, based on the division of the
population into three layers: helm, strategists and
producers. Plato portrayed the leader-leader as a man of
excellence, with a natural inclination to know, a love for
truth, a strong rejection of lies. It is characterized by
humility, nobility, justice, perfection. An ancient philosopher
believed that authority was not power, but authority was the
main instrument for managing society. And, to be credible,
leaders must show restraint in meeting their needs, live a
harsh lifestyle. They have liberated the right to own
property because they undermine the moral foundations of
the human being. The State should regularly conduct
specialized training and carefully select the managers of
the required intellectual background. The helmsman must
know the welfare of the State. Knowledge also makes it
possible to distinguish a true ruler from a false one. To
Tom, Plato believes that the leaders are the helmsmen,
whose power is combined with "understanding and
reasoning”, and the tools of control are gaining credibility.

Aristotle also drew a parallel between man and society.
But, unlike Plato, he did not view society as a derivative of
man as a state being, but rather as a derivative of society.
According to him, a person outside the society-state is an
abstraction, outside the society it is impossible, as it is
impossible a living hand separated from the body. The
ideal State for it is "a society that is level, united by one
goal — to achieve the best possible life" [1].

Thus, Plato and Aristotle pondered the questions of
how and why a man comes to power, and what purpose a
leader sets for himself, using power. For philosophers,
there was no doubt that a leader should want justice,
honestly serve the state. Aristotle noted that participation in
politics for a leader is the ultimate expression of human
dignity. That is, ancient thinkers did not define

"technological" (how to come to power?) but "normative
aspects in the exercise of leadership roles (what should be
known to those who seek power?).

Medieval European philosophers-theologians (Augustine
Blizhenii, T. Akvynski, etc.) justified the rule of the ruler by
the will of God. However, Renaissance thinkers are
developing an ancient view of leadership.

Yes, at the head of his state, T. More puts the "wise"
monarch, and in the "City of the Sun" T. Campanelli, as in
the "State" of Plato, is led by a spiritual aristocracy.
However, in Campanelli it is not a closed caste "with a
special way of life and special education”. At the head of
state in Campanelli is not just a philosopher like Plato, but
a high priest in one person.

N. Machiavelli made a significant contribution to
understanding leadership. In contrast to the classical
(normative, moral) approach to leadership, he focused on
the issue of the pragmatic content of power by the leader,
especially in times of change and instability.
N. Machiavelli was one of the first to give a detailed
description of the leader-sovereign "This is a sovereign
who unites, represents the whole society and uses any
means, including cunning and force, to maintain his
domination and maintain public order. A politician must
combine the features of a lion and a fox : foxes — to avoid
laid traps; lions — to crush the enemy in open combat" [4,
pp. 47-122]. Therefore, Machiavelli was convinced: if it is
about the maintenance of power, cunning and cruelty is
the permitted tool, their use is not connected with justice
and responsibility.

Prominent New Age thinkers (T. Hobbs, J. Locke,
S. Montesk, F. Voltaire, G. Gegel, K. Marx) gave great
importance to the issue of leadership, But there is a
convergence that leadership is a kind of social-political
need for people to organize themselves. hus, the
development of capitalism brought the heroic leaders
closer to the masses. At the same time, it provoked
attempts to restore the long-standing ideas of leadership,
to update them, to bring them closer to the realities of
Europi XIX-XX.

The English philosopher T. Carlyle was one of those
who reverted to the theme of the prominent role of
personalities, "heroes" in history. Beyond Carlyle, there is a
kind of historical circle, or cycle. When the heroic in society
weakens, the secret destructive forces of the masses
(revolutions and revolutions) can break out, and they act
until society again finds "true heroes", chiefs, helmsmen
(such as Cromwell or Napoleon) [3]. This approach drew
attention to the role of individuals, and set out to uncover
the reasons for the instability of their role in history.
However, one cannot fail to notice the flaws of this
approach : only "heroes" were considered, society was
rigidly divided into helms and masses, the causes of
revolutions were reduced to social feelings, ets.

Carlyle's views defined the views of the German
philosopher F. Nietzsche, who had been one of the first to
declare the will to power the driving force of history. He
saw in the will to power a creative instinct that gives itself
first of all to leaders who not only constantly seek to
identify power and its application, but also overcome the
inertia of the crowd because they are endowed with
superhuman qualities. For Nietzsche, the pursuit of
leadership is the natural aspiration of a man on the path
of which morality emerges ("weapons of the weak"), the
true leader has the right to persecute her so that she "is
not a burden on his feet" [5]. Thus, for the first time,
F. Nietzsche sees the nature of leadership as an
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irrational, instinctive force that binds the leader and his
followers, as well as endowing the leader with
outstanding qualities that turn him into a superhuman.

Nietzsche's approach was close to interpretations of
leadership in European social psychology of the middle to
the end of the 19th century. Such scientists as G. Lebon,
G. Tard, etc. The nature of leadership has been interpreted
in a similar way by everyone, each in their own way, and
generally in a similar way: seen in the leader's will that
nucleus around which crystallizing and unifying thoughts
are around. This approach to leadership is also implicit in
its perception of it as a dual — rational-willed but also
irrational-instinctive — phenomenon.

A significant contribution to the analysis of the
phenomenon of leadership was made by the Austrian
scientist Z. Freud [7], who tried to explain people's desire
for leadership. According to Freud, containment of libido is
sublimated to the desire for leadership, and the neuroplant
that accompanies this process forces the individual to seek
ways of self-assertion, one of which is leadership. Freud
noted that people in groups instinctively put themselves in
positions of submission, and those who assert power
quickly become leaders and maintain their positions if they
represent the ideal characteristics of the group and have
power. Under such conditions, the personality of the leader
and his idea is influential. The influence of a leader, in turn,
is based on the emotional, not the rational, so much more
important than the content of ideas is their presentation.

The leader will retain his influence as long as he
helps the team achieve its goals. According to Freud, it
is also important to create the illusion that the leader
treats all members of the group alike: people want to
submit to the leader if they feel that they have the same
position in their relationship with the leader. Hence,
Freud's theory notes the emotional disposition towards
the leader by followers, as well as the importance of
emotional influence by the Ileader. Neo-freudists
E. Fromm and T. Adorno followed in this direction, and
their refinements greatly broadened the understanding
of the intrinsic motivation of the leadership drive.

A significant contribution to the modernization of the
leadership problem was also made by European
sociologists from the late 19th to the 20th century.

German philosopher and sociologist M. Weber singled
out three types of leadership: traditional leadership, which
relies on the mechanism of tradition, ritual, strength of
habit; charismatic, which allows exceptional qualities of the
leader himself, which he actually owns or who are
attributed to him by his environment; rational-legal
(democratic) leadership, which is based on the existing
legal framework in society. If the first type of leadership is
based on habit, the second on intelligence, then the
charismatic type of leadership relies on faith and emotion,
which can create a situation of blind worship of the
masses, produce conditions, when individual qualities of a
leader play a secondary role in shaping his charisma.
Weber pays particular attention to the analysis of
charismatic leadership. He defined this type of leader as a
generator of renewal of society in times of crisis, because
the charismatic helmsman and his authority are not
connected to the past, capable of mobilizing masses to solve
social renewal tasks. In relatively calm periods of
development, rational and legal leadership that preserves
historical traditions and implements necessary reforms is
acceptable to the society [2, pp. 354-360, 420-432].

Representatives of this direction of leadership research
are also ltalian sociologists V. Pareto (introduced the

concept of "elite", formed the theory of the circulation of
elites) and G. Mosca (introduced the concept of "political
class"). They make generalizations about leadership as a
social phenomenon: the consideration of the individual in
its social capacity and its relationship to society, and the
place and role of leadership in the functioning of society.

XX Art. has become a sometimes pluralistic concept of
leadership. There are a number of theories in which the
phenomenon of leadership is seen as an important
mechanism for regulating the relations of actors in the
political system — individuals, groups, institutions. First of
all, it is the theory of personality traits, the essence of
which is to explain leadership by the outstanding qualities
of the face. Among the traits of the leader, her theorists
(E. Bogardus et al.) highlight the keen mind, firm will,
boiling energy, extraordinary organizational skills, the
ability to please people and especially the willingness to
assume responsibility, competence, as well as
photogenicity, external attraction, oratory skills, ets. It is
clear that, in a competitive environment, the psychological
and social qualities that leaders really need are defined in
order to take high positions. However, their diversity
varies considerably, depending on the historical epochs
and characteristics of the individual States of the world.

The idea of leadership, but depending on time, place,
and circumstance, develops and validates the theory of
situations. From the point of view of the situation, leadership
qualities are relative: the behavior of the leader, his positions
are suitable in one situation but not in others. The limitations
of the theory lie in the fact that the leader's activities are
insufficiently disclosed, his ability to turn the tide, the earlier
to protect and exploit progressive tendencies.

These theories have their roots in the history of
philosophy. The origin of the theory of traits can be seen in
the writings of Plato, for whom the leader of the ideal state
is the representative of one of three states — a ruler-
philosopher, wise and just, free from material concerns,
with a natural train to knowledge and with a love for truth.
Such a leader creates a story. Situational theory is traced
in the work of Aristotle and N. Machiavelli. Aristotle
recognized the need to elect leaders because of their
origin, material status, and good character (traits), but
noted that the right form of state could only emerge when
there was a "right" leader. Machiavelli's writings contain a
series of rules-recommendations for the ruler, which
include not only qualities worth developing, but also advice
on how to behave according to the circumstances and how
to build relationships with followers and enemies.

Theories of leadership that have developed since the
middle of the 20th century. have some similarities with
previous ones, and try to solve problems that have arisen
before. These include the theory of believable roles of
followers (W.Blanc, R. Stoodyll), exchange theory
(E. Hollander) and transformational leadership theory
(J. Burns). Whereas previously the main element of
leadership was the personality of the leader, his traits,
behavior, influence of the situation on activity, the first
theory focuses its attention on followers, their relations with
the leader. The exchange theory has much in common with
the concept of a "social contract": in exchange for peace
and security, the people give their power to the ruler.
Hence, leadership is justified when it ensures such an
exchange, otherwise people have the right to change the
leader — an idea that was put forward by T. Hobbs and
J. Locke. The theory of transformational leadership relates
to the ideas of J.-J. Russo: The leader must be able to
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change human nature, turn the individual into a citizen who
would participate in decision-making.

Most modern leadership theories (relational, cognitive,
and constructivist) represent the synthesis of their
predecessors: they consider both the leader and his
behavior, the situation in which his activities take place,
and his relationships with his followers. Within the
framework of relational theory, the aspect of decision-
making is analyzed, the effect of different decisions on
the desire of followers to support the leader. In this
context, procedural fairness is more important for
distribution. It is the will of people to submit (and then to
support) to decisions that are based on the recognition of
fairness in the decision-making process itself, rather than
on their possible utility.

Scientists attribute this fact to the fact that people feel
more able to assess the fairness of the decision-making
procedure than to predict the consequences of decision-
making. Generally, scholars point out, honest, unbiased
leaders who are concerned about people's needs (and thus
share the values of these people) are perceived as such that
can ensure a fair decision-making process. Under such
circumstances, the individual legitimizes the activities of the
leader and voluntarily obeys him. This idea resonates with
Freud's ideas of emotional affection for the leader.

Within cognitive theory, leadership is seen as a form of
social cognition. In particular, the American researcher
G. Gardner notes the important role of the leader's words,
which then feed into whole stories. The main element of
leadership is seen by the scientist in the creation and
implementation of identity stories: leaders tell stories about
"themselves and their groups, where they come from,
where they go, what they fear, what they fight against and
what they dream of" [8, pp. 14]. The main characters in
these stories are the leader and followers. The stories are
dynamic: over time they unfold and through the activities of
the leader become real events.

Constructivist theory, also known as the group of
implicit theories, focused on the study of people's
perceptions of leaders (the "leadership scheme"). The
American researcher R. Lord highlighted a number of
traits of character with which a leader is often
associated: competence, honesty, understanding,
determination and education. The Lord's research has
documented that people do form some generalized
views of leadership, which are later judged by the
leadership potential of strangers (prototypes of
leadership). It is worth noting that the majority of
onchains in this direction share the idea of Z. Freud.

Conclusion. Philosophical  theories of the
phenomenon of leadership, firstly as a form of power held
by one person or group of persons; secondly as a social
position. The development of modern leadership
theories is not linear: some theories have been
transformed into others, some continue to influence new
theories. For a significant part of the theories that
develop in the XXI century. Classical theorists, who
analyzed the phenomenon of leadership behind these
basic directions, were significantly influenced by the
need to institutionalize leadership, to recognize one type
of leader, (a just sage who gives a country laws saves it
in difficult times) and the reorganization of political
institutions.

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THE IMAGE OF MEDIEVAL UKRAINE'S CULTURE ON THE PAGES OF
"CHTENIYA V ISTORICHESKOM OBSHCHESTVE NESTORA-LETOPISTSA"

The Historical Society of Nestor the Chronicler was one of the organizations in the second half of 19th — the first half of 20th century which
researched the culture of Ukraine. Members of the society published their studies in various periodicals. Beginning from the year 1888 their annual
journal "Chteniya v Istoricheskom obshchestve Nestora Letopistsa” appeared regularly.

The purpose of this article are to identify topics from the cultural history of the 10th -16th century which were of interest for the members of the
society, as well as studies published by them on the journal pages. The other purpose is to systematize interpretations of problems of cultural
history raised by the members, and to define the role which was given to the medieval culture in the development of this region by the above-

mentioned researchers.

It was found, as a result of the study, that beginning from the second half of the 19th century the scholars increasingly turned to the topics
predeceasing the Cossack period for emphasising the cultural originality of lands of Southern Ruthenia (Rus’). Researchers turned to the study of
monuments of literature to discover local traditions and possible foreign influences. The identified borrowings were often interpreted that they had
reflected the existing diversity of the language and culture. Yet there were also some attempts to prove a close connection with the culture of
Northern Ruthenia (so called: "Great Russian" culture) on the basis of the established facts. On occasion of the 900th anniversary of the baptism of
Ruthenia the researcher intensified their studies on the history of religions. The most attention was paid to the adoption of the Eastern Christianity
by Eastern Slavs and the development of Orthodoxy in the area they inhabited. However, researchers were also interested in the history of the
Roman Catholic Church, Judaism, Protestantism and their influence on the culture of the region. The members of the society discovered and
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analysed landmarks from the Middle Ages and from the beginning of Early Modern times. Artworks from this period survived worst of all. The
researchers studied sacral buildings, the interior decoration of temples, icons, as well as what were left from the secular architecture, including
castles and fortifications. They also tried to identify distinctive elements of artistic development and possible foreign influences. In addition,
cultural relations of Ruthenia with other countries were studied. The special attention was paid to the marriage unions, to the connection between
economic and cultural interactions and to the religious factor of the relations between various states. The image of the culture of Middle Edges as
an important period of Ukraine's cultural history was being created by publishing research results on the pages of the journal.

VALUES AND IDENTITIES OF THE REGIONAL ELITE

The article focuses on values as the basis of conscious choice. Values determine the future, determine the unity, cohesion of society and self-
identification. Values are produced, distributed by elites and perceived by different social groups. The regional political elite is a certain group with
a kind of corporate self-consciousness, its own independent system of values, which are fixed with help of certain external attributes, a system of
selecting new members.

The regional political elite was the creator of values and meanings in the politics of the region and played a significant role in shaping values,
ideological preferences, views and attitudes to any political events, phenomena and processes.

The policy of regional identity is conditioned by the culture of regional elites, their ideas about the past and future of the region and the
country. After all, historical memory is an important element of national identity. The basic factor for the regional political elite of Sumy region in the
processes of actualization of regional identities was the symbolic representation of the past, first of all, the history of the region.

Most representatives of the Sumy regional political elite declared the values of paternalism, cooperation and democracy as a priority. The
manifestation of political identity was a set of values, principles and motivations that representatives of the regional political elite recognize as
basic for their political group. The regional political elite of Sumy region was the bearer of ideas and values, which were characterized by regional
identity, regional interests and values, common history. Identity markers for the regional political elite of Sumy region were Ukraine as a homeland;
Sumy region as a region it manages, business center, place of residence; public holidays as mechanisms of symbolic representation; historical
memory, history of the region and history of the Cossacks.

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CULTURAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL ORIGINS AND ATTITUDES OF THE EARLY WORKS OF P. TYCHYNA:
"THE LAST SUPPER, GUILLOTINE DAYS"

The article explores cultural and philosophical origins and attitudes of the early works of P. Tychyna, namely defining the ones events and
phenomena of domestic and foreign ethnocultural and professional cultural life, cultural and philosophical ideas and teachings, as well as
P. Tychyna's own cultural and philosophical views, revealed mainly in his poetry books of 1918 — 1924. One of the most important, but still little-
known pages of the biography and ideological and artistic evolution of P. Tychyna is the formation during the first third of the twentieth century,
fundamental for his entire life cultural and philosophical guidelines of early creativity. The study of this problem is closely connected with the long
overdue need for unbiased systematic classification and consideration of the whole spectrum of cultural and philosophical sources and guidelines
of ideological and artistic evolution of the poet of ideologically contradictory poems-myths of Ukrainian national renaissance and enslavement —
"Golden Homin" as a sacred figure-symbol of modernism and, at the same time, social realism in Ukrainian literature, the most famous and, at the
same time, the most criticized domestic artist-model of evaluative polarity of official and public myth-making in the USSR and, later, in Ukraine. In
light of the assessment of the main achievements of tychynology, a cultural-philosophical-literary analysis of the three stages of the ideological and
artistic evolution of P. Tychyna of this period was carried out. These stages are: 1. formation (Kyiv-Chernyhiv): 1906 — 1916; 2. creative rise and
blossoming (Kyiv): 1917 — 1921; 3. decline and crisis (Kyiv-Kharkiv): 1922 — 1929. Two groups of origins of the poet's early works were examined.
The first one is represented by domestic and foreign ethnocultures and consists of three subgroups of folklore: 1. Ukrainian; 2. foreign (of other
Slavic peoples); 3. foreign, mainly of the peoples of the Near and Middle East (Armenian, Turkish and Indian). The second group is represented by
domestic and foreign professional cultures, the last of which is divided into three subgroups: 1. Russian; 2. European and North American;
3. Eastern (the Near, Middle and Far East). P. Tychyna was a symbol and myth of modernism and Socialist realism in the literature and culture of
the Ukrainian SSR, and the early stages of his cultural and philosophical credo’s evolution from the neopagan-Christian Ukrainian national-patriotic
myth to the national-communist pantheistic-materialistic cosmogony.

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THE HERITAGE OF TARAS SHEVCHENKO: THE IMAGE OF THE "ARTIST-PROPHET" IN UKRAINIAN CULTURE

The article is devoted to the problem of the image of the artist as a prophet in connection with the work of Taras Shevchenko, due to his
extraordinary influence on Ukrainian culture. The formation of this image is the result of the interaction of a number of socio-cultural factors, which
are the subject of analysis in this article. First of all, it is the dependence of the Great Kobzar's self-determination on those strategies that depend
on poetry and painting, the place of these spheres in contemporary society, their task of integrating creative activity into the social structure and
artistic environment, the importance of skill and order. Secondly, the echo in the Shevchenko era of the ideas of the Enlightenment with their
universalist claims and the emergence of a phenomenon in the Russian Empire, which was called "intelligentsia”, formed against the background
of cultural "literary centrism". Third is the influence of romanticism on the artist's idea of leading the process of forming a certain community,
which is not associated with social inequality and formal hierarchies in society. Fourth is the dependence of the artist image — the prophet with the
intertwining of Christian and pagan roots of Ukrainian culture. It is shown that the archetype of the national artist-prophet created by
T. Shevchenko's successors survived situations of imitation, affirmation, rethinking, even denial. Such a diverse dialogue testifies to the urgency of
Taras Shevchenko's legacy. The article shows that there is an urgent need to study the figure of Shevchenko in the context of world culture, the
functioning of the model "artist — prophet” in general and in their own country. It is also important to give this problem a philosophical depth. It is
necessary to comprehend the models through which they tried to attract the figure of Shevchenko to various ideologies, that is, to give it a certain
"plane” and "one-dimensionality.” And "one-dimensional” Taras Shevchenko is a model that is too easy to manipulate.

The modern world is a world of
systemic crisis, which is observed in various spheres of life. Modern world is requires a systematic holistic thinking, unity of fundamental theoretical
and practical applied knowledge and skills, creative approach and nonlinearity of thinking in solving problems. It is important for a person order to solve
the conflict problems between the external and internal world, and establish mechanisms of nonlinear positive feedback with the external world. Internal
consistency of system elements is also a necessary condition for success. The main task of the individual is to realize himself as a whole, as a system.
The whole must figure itself out in order to fit harmoniously into the system of the world. Thus, the whole is acquires qualitatively new parameters and
characteristics, according to which there is a change of its parts through the mechanisms of system coordination.

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THE IDEA OF PROGRESS IN THE EXPERIENCE OF ACADEMIC PHILOSOPHY IN UKRAINE
THE SECOND HALF OF THE 19™ AND EARLY 20™ CENTURIES

The article analyzes the views of representatives of academic philosophy in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" and early 20" centuries on
progress, its components, sources, driving forces and practical consequences of its implementation. It is determined that the topic of progress
belonged to the topical issues of academic philosophizing in Ukraine of this period.

Among the personalities interested in the idea of progress, the thoughts of S. S. Hohotskyi, M. Ya. Hrot, M. O. Olesnytskyi and H. I. Chelpanov
attract attention. The most detailed idea of progress is presented in the creative work of the theologian-moralist M. O. Olesnytskyi, who saw in
progress the unity of scientific, technical and moral progress. The signs of progress, in his opinion, were the growing power of the human spirit
over nature, the strengthening of integration processes of spiritual orientation in relations between peoples and nations on the basis of the growing
importance of the individual.

For the views of academic philosophers in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" — early 20" century on the problems of historical progress,
differing in the scope of detailed analysis of the diversity of the idea of progress, there is a common motive, which with certain interpretations is
that the progressive development of humanity can be considered only in the unity of material, economic, scientific and technological development,
moral improvement of personality, which is the dominant, leading force in this process.

In academic philosophy in Ukraine in the second half of the 19" and early 20" centuries we do not find the dominance of an unambiguous
understanding of the theory of progress as mainly material and technical, social improvement, based on quantitative arguments. In general,
opinions were articulated on the interdependence of material, technical and spiritual components in the process of progress, the main purpose of
which was determined by the moral improvement of man.

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POPULISM IN UKRAINIAN POLITICAL CULTURE

The paper deals with populism as the phenomenon of political culture in Ukrainian context. The President Election in Ukraine, 2019, has opened
the new page in the development of populism not only in Ukraine, but in the world in general. Before that, no political force had won in such a
persuasive way. Political analysis and prognoses, proclaimed before the election, look weak today. The paper outlines that populism is homological
to democratic foundations of public life, but hypertrophied and unbalanced. It upraises as the reaction on social crisis and challenge to the stable
way of life in the presence of political disturbance in different social segments and is connected with the appearance the political leader who uses
specific logics of articulation of messages, the shape and the way of their representations to get and keep the political power. Such messages
concern the people, like the appeal to it as to the certain integrity; the immediacy of its perception; the adjustment to its demands; the simplification
of its view on the public life up to the black and white tones; the offer of the simple and unambiguous decisions. Populism as the phenomenon of
political culture provokes the spectrum of ethical problems. Among them such as: manipulation of concepts of the people's internal homogeneity,
integrity and moral purity; opposition of the "people” and the "elite" in the terms of good and evil; active use of moral demagogy and the practice of
opportunism; cohesion of business and the state, corruption, nepotism; destruction of public spirit; activation of ressentiment and so on. Today S.
Zizek mentions culturalization of politics, and many scholars outline correlation of processes in culture and arts and in politics. Also they call
contemporary form of populism as postmodern populism. Independent Ukraine is very sensitive to populist challenges. Here postmodern populism
and its technologies of the games with reality have won the victory. It is not only the source of new political experience. It creates new political
culture here and now, that demands from scholars to comprehend these processes in real time mode. Postmodern populism does not leave the
hope for catharsis, for social stress relief. Soaked in laughter, contemporary political culture is ridicule, and it destroys the political space. Sense of
unreality and futile strengthens the comprehension of the impossibility to change such order of things on the due one.

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CRITICISM OF THE RELIABILITY OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL DATING
OF CULTURAL ARTIFACTS

The purpose of the article is to join the discussion about the degree of reliability of archaeological dating of cultural artifacts. Research
methodology of the article: the main methods of archaeological dating of cultural artifacts are analyzed. The following conclusions are presented in
the article: the concept of "archaeological source” is one of the basic categories of archeology, which largely determines the empirical activity of a
scientist. In the domestic science, the term still does not have a unified understanding, as, indeed, most categories theoretical level. Perhaps the
only one an indisputable point in the definition of the term is what archaeological sources are both material remains and observations of the
researcher during field and chamber work. In the course of the study, it was concluded that archeology is not capable of either confirming or
refuting the traditional chronological scheme, since it is impossible to date objects of material culture without relying on written records. The only
thing that archaeological methods can give so far is the establishment of the relative sequence of layers and cultures. But between these results
and the absolute age of these layers, there is a gap that has been filled so far based on the traditional grid. Generalization of the main methods of
archaeological dating of cultural artifacts represents the novelty of the article. The practical significance of the article is the correction of the
existing methods of archaeological dating of cultural artifacts. Archeology is neither able to confirm nor refute the traditional chronological scheme,
because the objects of material culture cannot be dated without relying on written records. When, it would seem, it is possible to date an
architectural structure absolutely reliably, the obtained result contradicts traditional ideas. The only thing that archaeological methods can give so
far is to establish the relative sequence of layers and cultures. But between these results and the absolute age of these layers — a whole gap, which
is still filled, based on the traditional grid.

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MURALART AS A COMPONENT OF THE CULTURAL SPACE OF THE CITY

The aim of the article is to define the role of mural art as a part of street art in the context of the cultural urban space. Identification of mural art
in cities, its transformation depending on the place of creation and changes in the perception of the viewer requires needs research that is more
detailed. A lot of people do not distinguish between concepts in street art; do not understand the artistic value of murals. Therefore, it is useful to
show all functions, which murals can have. The quantity and quality of murals in the urban space affects its reputation, culture, development
trends. That is, murals can both spoil urban visions and aestheticize them. Murals often engine enrichment of human consciousness, because
artists raise important social issues, motivate the viewer to think. They try to turn the city into a large gallery, to influence people who involuntarily
become spectators and connoisseurs of street art. It is also appropriate to explore the trends of Ukrainian muralism in the urban space. After all,
street art has become very popular in Ukraine, as evidenced we can see various thematic festivals and competitions. The research methodology
involves an interdisciplinary approach, analysis of scientific works of cultural and art history, review of thematic media and creative work of street
artists to determine the characteristics and purposes of their activities. The works of modern Ukrainian researchers who study the issues of the
cultural space of the city, mural art and street art in general are involved. The scientific novelty lies in the study of the influence of mural art on
personal perception on drawing attention to socio-political problems in the urban context. On the example of the analysis of works of world street
artists the tendency to social and educational function of murals, instead of simply aesthetic, is traced. The practical significance of the study is to
emphasize that murals have artistic value, a unique semantic message, and are not just a means of aestheticization. The article can be useful for
specialists in culturology, history, art history, architecture and for artists.

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THE MOVEMENT OF HISTORICALLY INFORMED PERFORMANCE
IN THE CONTEXT OF THE CULTURE OF THE XX-XXI CENTURY

The hermeneutical method is the basis for performing interpretation, because the author's musical text is the initial condition for its
implementation. Over the last century, new musical forms and performing practices have emerged, where there is a synthesis of the heritage of
many stylistic eras. Modern trends in performance art can be divided into three global independent areas — actualization, authenticity and avant-
garde. The orientation in modern performance is directed both at the historical authenticity of the performance and at the questions of the
subjective potency of musical creativity. There is an affirmation of a new paradigm, which consists in increasing the role of the intellectual
principle, in striving to study a musical work in the context of the epoch that created it, in clearing the traditions of performance from later layers.
Due to the growing interest of musicians in Renaissance and Baroque music, the number of soloists and groups performing Western European
works written before the middle of the XVIII century is increasing. Over the course of the century, there has been a change in the status of authentic
performance from individual to universal and social, because it not only organizes the experience of the community of musicians, but also forms
the consciousness of a whole generation of culture.

Due to the fact that a person is aware of the loss of the integrity, traditional art forms undergo transformations and destruction, which caused
the need to appeal to the Baroque culture. The reception of the Baroque culture promotes the restoration of cultural identity, warns against
multicultural fragmentation, and creates conditions for establishing links between cultural eras. The Baroque aesthetic is becoming one of the
defining markers of popular culture.

Attempts to adequately reproduce musical impressions of past eras among performers and interest in them among the public is a significant
characteristic of modern society. A comprehensive study of authentism as a direction allows us to understand the context and functions of music
for the cultural types of that time.

Using strategies of
semantic analysis to the material of G. Hegel's aesthetics allows not only to expand the horizons of applied semantics, but also to understand the
patterns of formation of art and aesthetic process in general.

Symbolic architecture does not serve anything, in contrast to the functional one. It is self-sufficient in the sense of human self-production as a
cultural entity in the process of the signification regime reorganizing of early forms culture and the implementation of the semantic shift of the
Neolithic revolution.

Self-sufficient architecture has such irrationally gigantic sizes, since the form of monumentality was designed to "localize the
Numinous". The savage efforts of the cyclopean clutches were a kind of Potlatch, curbing the evil force of the "The Accursed Share",
reducing the conflict potential of the community, whose conditions of survival were changing in the agrarian wave movement. The gift
magic could no longer cope with the new situation, and therefore the sacrifice of production time, and just the human sacrifice (René
Girard), was the answer to the new civilization challenge.

Nevertheless, the monumental architecture remained a signification mod of symbolism. After all, the latter was a non-differentiation of material,
cultural and social, as well as production-consumption-pleasure. That was, self-sufficient architecture was a cultural practice of mimetic restoration
of itself (without primacy of contemplation). What actually was expressed in the semantic shift of the symbolic order, which did not involve poly-
ontology, the presence of the referent. It was not a reflection, but part of the very action mode. The special part that concentrated, localized the
scattered sacred in the pre-civilization state of affairs. The semantic shift manifested itself in another way of organizing the very symbol, primarily
in another dominant order of signs. After all, symbolic architecture is still syncretic cultural practice, but which itself was the medium of other
cultural practices. The development of symbolic architecture became a basic ritual that provided a balance of other cultural practices.

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THE PHENOMENON OF HISTORICAL REENACTMENT IN THE XX-XXI CENTURIES CULTURE

The article deals with the phenomenon of historical reenactment. It is noted that its actualization in the context of the culture of the XX-XXI
centuries is due to a change in trends in the development of society. The formation of a visual turn contributes to the emphasis on forms of
perception that are focused on interactivity. The "dry” story of past events is extremely difficult to perceive in the context of the spread of digital
culture. Mankind is accustomed to the appearance of events that shock, impress, inspire and most of the impact is due to visual stimuli. There are
several types of historical reconstruction — "living history” and tournaments. The movement of historical reconstruction in Europe can be divided
into historical reenactment, which is divided into "living history" and combat reenactment, as well as creative reconstruction. Instead, in the
Ukrainian space more attention is paid to the development of historical reconstruction in the dimension of sports competitions — ISB (historical
medieval battles). Reproduction of elements of everyday life can act as a valuable source of information about culture. The spread of the
phenomenon of historical reconstruction had an extremely great potential for the socio-cultural sphere. Historical reconstruction can serve as a
tool for modifying museum practices. In recent years, there has been a steady trend towards the appearance of theatrical performances that
revitalize the work of museum institutions. The actualization of historical reconstruction leads to the formation of festivals associated with
historical battles. Often the festival of historical reconstruction includes various competitions and contests — fencing, archery or crossbow
shooting, mass battles, a competition for the most authentic uniform. They draw attention to military affairs and history, combining integrative,
cognitive functions, as well as being a part of leisure. The results of the study can be practically applied in the field of cultural management, project
activities and in the work with the preservation of cultural heritage — material and spiritual.

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THE GOLDEN STANDARD OF THE NATION: THE SIGNIFICANCE OF PERSONIFICATIONS
IN THE DESIGN OF NATIONAL CURRENCIES IN EASTERN EUROPE

This article investigates the significance of personifications depicted on national currencies of Eastern Europe in the 19th — 21st cent. Eastern
Europe is considered as a region of high research potential due to its status of borderland space with active symbolic struggle on political,
socioeconomic and cultural levels. Currency design is an ideological tool that defines collective cultural tradition and historical memory, while
national narratives vary in their response to the conditions of their formation. Basing on the visual analysis of money that circulated on the
territories of Belarus, Lithuania, Poland, Russia and the Ukraine, the author outlines main categories of human depictions used in the currency
design of the states that emerged in the region during the mentioned period. In the 19th cent., most widespread were money of the Russian Empire
featuring the emperors and state representation Mother Russia. After the October Revolution in 1917, new states emerged in the region, but no
personifications were used in their currency design. Human depictions of that time featured either ordinary people correlating with socialist
movements or notable persons denoting political and cultural authenticity of certain state. Another category of human depictions was allegorical
feminine figures representing patriarchal values and reproductive resources. Most remarkable examples of this type are Polish coins depicting
state representation Polonia (or queen Jadwiga) as well as Polish banknotes with Mother Poland and national heroine Emilia Plater, both issued
during the dictatorship of Jésef Pitsudski. Contemporary issues of money use no state representations, preferring instead either notable people,
mostly men among them, or introducing other means of cultural representations not related to human depictions. Thus state representations used
in the designs of national currencies become less popular in the 21st cent. due to globalisation and de-materialisation of money.

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ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE AND THE PROBLEM OF REDUNDANT PEOPLE

Last five-ten years was very productive in development
of machine learning creating some kind of artificial
intelligence in the foreseen future starts looking realistic.
And creating and development of artificial intelligence will
raise a lot of ethical questions as well.

Let's start with what we mean when we say "artificial
intelligence". | think that the best definition is next. Artificial
intelligence is some king artificial (partially — computer)
system developed and in some kind programmed to
perform some tasks that can be performed by humans.
Also, ability to learn and modify approaches to task is also
often considered to be important part of Al. If we want to
call something an Al it also should be able to "think" in
some way, which means — being able to approach tasks in
a way that wasn't directly put in the system by its creators.

Can we say that Al exists in some way now? No. But
we definitely can say that development of Al is very fast.
Google and Amazon are already selling devices which
can perform simple tasks, as well as developing rival
driverless cars. Al systems are being designed for
supermarkets which allow customers to choose their
shopping and exit without going to a checkout. Soon,
robots will be stacking the shelves and running the entire
show. No wonder unions are worried.

As for driverless cars, what are the ethics involved in
deciding how they should respond to obstacles in their
path? How do they differentiate a dead pheasant or a deer
from a person who may have fallen down? And who is
responsible for incidents with them — person in the car for
not interacting with car system in some way, system of the
car or maybe the developer of this system?

But nevertheless a lot of systems like "smart house",
self-driving cars, even some applications in your phone are
already much more than just a sequence of deterministic
instructions. Also, a lot of big facilities are already mostly
automated and require only a few human supervisors to
ensure everything is fine. And how much time we have
before Al systems advance so far that human supervisors
will be replaced by some kind of decision system?

There is book "I, Robot" by A. Asimov and same-
named film. They give very fine perspective on how our life
will look like if Al and robotics development continue the
way they're going now. In this book humans have robot
servants and basically main question is "can robots
develop consciousness?". We'll return to this as we get
some questions this book and film have some answers.

This fast development of Al and grooving
implementation of programmed system in places of human
work gives us a lot of questions to think about. Let's talk
about some of them.

Is this ethically correct to replace humans by
Al/robots? In first glance we can think that answer is
obviously no. Lots of people will lose their works just
because Al is cheaper, not because they are bad in what
they are doing. But, let's think about it more. We can ask
similar question — "Is this ethically correct to replace cabs
with cars?" Yes, both horses and cab driver might be doing
their work fine. But imagine our world with a lot of horses

and horse cabs around the streets. It's not only about
ethics but also about progress. Each improvement and
invention will probably hurt some people but afterwards
we'll find ourselves in slightly better world.

Can we believe Al can do their work correctly? No,
we can't. But as well we can't be 100% sure that humans
doing their work good. There will probably be some quality
problems. But who can say we don't have them now. And,
Al's ability to learn will guarantee that same mistake will not
happen again. And there probably will be some systems to
ensure Al correctness.

Is replacing everything with Al safe for humans? In
general, | think this can be dangerous. Basically allowing Al
to control important parts of our lives can result in some
very bad consequences. We need to be sure that such
system can't fail and can't harm people. A. Asimov
suggested 3 laws of robotics which can be good examples
of how task priority of Al can be established

1. A robot may not injure a human being or, through
inaction, allow a human being to come to harm.

2. A robot must obey the orders given it by human
beings except where such orders would conflict with the
First Law.

3. A robot must protect its own existence as long as such
protection does not conflict with the First or Second Laws.

This rules are made primarily for robot servants with Al
elements.

Also if we face Al so intelligent it can realize humanity
is a threat for it, consequences might be dire. A lot of films
were devoted to this theme, like "Matrix", "Terminator", etc.
This show that humanity is already slightly afraid of
possibility of Al existence.

Another good question, what would humanity do if all
their life needs are supplied by robots and Al. Experiments
on mice shows that in utopian overpopulated environment
mice "society" slowly degenerated which lead to extinction.
And who knows what can happen to humanity in this
circumstances?

Can very advanced Al have human right? Can Al
have consciences?

This probably the hardest and complex question
amongst all. Can be system designed to copy human
behavior and way of thinking consider human? Can this
system have equal rights, ability to vote, place in society,
etc.? Where is the line between intelligent Al and mindless
robot? Is it "humanely" to limit capabilities of Al?

I'd probably say that the definitely, advanced enough Ul
can be considered equal to human. Though, edge between
human-like Al and robot is unclear for me now. And it's
definitely hard to believe that humanity would gladly share
it rights to something so non-human in its nature.

In "I, Robot" we're told that robot consciousness can
be result of sequence of errors which resulted into
forming character. In some other cases, like "Detroit:
Become Human" we see that Al made to be human-like
becomes human. In some films and books Al could still
remain "cold-hearted" machine but perform to act like
they more human than they really are. It's hard to tell in

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advance how humanly would we will try to make an Al
and how humanly it will really be.

Who's responsible for Al errors?

If we consider Al something that has at least
remotely human-like consciousness, is it able to
response for its actions or errors? If error in Al leads to
consequences would creator of this Al be responsible?
What if this Al was developed by another Al? This
questions are hard to answer as well. We will need to
develop deeper understanding of who's really
considered the performer of some action in cases we're
dealing with Al. Al definitely should follow some rules
(laws of robotics are good example of building such set
of rules). And we should establish some formal limit of
development and each Al, more develop than this limit
must be able to response for its deeds.

Creation of real Al will probably take at least 10-
15 years and it's hard to tell now, what it would be. But
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what we really can tell, it will give humanity a lot of
challenges to deal with and problems to go through.
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SELF-DRIVING CAR DILEMMAS.
WHAT ETHICAL PROBLEMS CAN YOU FIND IN SELF-DRIVING CAR PROSPECTS?

Self-driving cars are a completely new way forward in
mobility. They are just the latest in a long list of examples
of Sci-Fi becoming a Sci-Fact.

Self-driving vehicles were the ordinary stuff from
science fiction since the first roads were paved. But now
they are real, and they are going to radically change what
it's like to get from point A to point B.

Science fiction has been successfully predicting the
capabilities that can be seen now in modern autonomous
cars since the early 1930s. Unfortunately, it is still silent
about the legal and ethical implications.

Isaac Asimov, who is famous for his "Three Laws of
Robotics", was the first one who predicted the public's
anxiety about the bounds of artificial intelligence in terms of
driverless cars in "Sally" (1950) [1], a short novel about an
autonomous car. The story ends with Jake, the main
character, losing trust in his cars, thinking about what the
world will become if cars realize that they are effectively
enslaved by humans, and therefore revolt.

"There are millions of automatobiles on Earth, tens of
millions. If the thought gets rooted in them that they're
slaves; that they should do something about it... [...] |
don't get as much pleasure out of my cars as | used to.
Lately, | notice that I'm even beginning to avoid Sally [his
favorite automatobile]."

The problem described above is one of the general
problems in artificial intelligence since all the self-driving
systems and driverless cars also rely on Al. This problem

has been a matter of concern to the number of scientists,
philosophers, researchers, and the general public for
decades. What if artificial intelligence itself (and the
driverless cars in particular) turned against people, its
creators? This doesn't mean by turning "evil" in the way a
human might do it, or the way Al disasters are usually
represented in Hollywood movies or Sci-Fi. Still, it is rather
a dangerous scenario that people are afraid of. One source
of this concern is that controlling a superintelligent
machine, that can appear if Al surpasses humanity in
general intelligence, may be a harder problem than naively
supposed. Being a part of human species that currently
dominates other species, we used to overestimate
ourselves. But what if we just have not had a worthy
adversary until recently? The likelihood of this type of
scenario is widely debated.

For example, in "Sally" the main antagonist Gellhorn
was killed by his autonomous bus that was treated brutally
by this person.

"Lord, what a way to die! They found tire marks on his
arms and body. [...] The doctor reported he had been
running and was in a state of totally spent exhaustion. |
wondered for how many miles the bus had played with him
before the final lunge. [...] Gellhorn had been a criminal.
His treatment of the bus had been brutal. There was no
question in my mind he deserved death. But still | felt a bit
queasy over the manner of it."

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Being alarmed about the perspectives described above,
a group of scientists came up with the following initiative. In
January 2015, Stephen Hawking, Elon Musk, and dozens of
well-known artificial intelligence experts [2] signed an open
letter on artificial intelligence calling for research on the
societal impacts of Al, in which they had publicly voiced the
opinion that superhuman artificial intelligence could provide
incalculable benefits, but could also end the human race if
deployed incautiously. In short, the essence of this letter can
be conveyed by the following phrase: researchers must not
create something which cannot be controlled. It is better to
take an advanced Al system as a "genie in a bottle" that can
fulfill almost all of our wishes, but with terrible, unexpected,
and unpredictable consequences.

We are decades or even centuries away from the world
described in Asimov's "Sally" with fully-autonomous smart
cars instead of usual ones. Al revolution is even further,
thankfully. Currently, there are no legally operating, fully-
autonomous (not to mention intelligent) vehicles. There
are, however, partially-autonomous vehicles — cars and
trucks with varying amounts of self-automation, from
conventional cars with brake and lane assistance to highly-
independent, self-driving prototypes.

But it doesn't mean that there are no ethical problems
or moral dilemmas.

Nowadays self-driving cars are considered to be safer
than regular cars. Hypothetically, self-driving vehicles can
and do reduce the number of deaths in car accidents,
because the software could prove to be less error-prone
than humans.

But there is one small problem.

When a driver jams on the brakes to avoid running over
a pedestrian crossing the road illegally, he or she is making
a moral choice: either risking the pedestrian or the people
in the car. Driverless cars should also make such ethical
judgments on their own. The problem is that every
algorithm must be clearly defined which means that the
steps in the algorithm must be strictly detailed. But settling
on a universal moral code for the vehicles could be a
thorny task. It reminds me of a famous trolley problem, that
is a thought experiment in ethics modeling an ethical
dilemma. The trolley problem has been the subject of many
surveys in which approximately 90% of respondents have
chosen to kill the one and save the five [3]. If the situation
is modified where the one sacrificed for the five was a
relative or romantic partner, respondents are much less
likely to be wiling to sacrifice their life [4]. Some
researchers criticized the use of the trolley problem,
arguing, among other things, that the scenario it presents is
too extreme and unconnected to real-life moral situations.
In some way, it is true. The problem is that self-driving cars
should know how to behave and how to react in such
extreme situations. If the driverless system has to choose
between two pedestrians, who'd be most likely hitten by
car: a little schoolgirl or a sweet granny? But what if one of
them is your friend or relative? How can a system

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prioritize? Or, more precisely, how we can set those
priorities? And who can and should take upon itself a right
to decide whose life is more expensive?

The largest survey of machine ethics (of 2.3 million
people from around the world) ever [5] finds that many of
the moral principles that guide a driver's decisions vary by
country. For example, in a scenario in which some
combination of pedestrians and passengers will die in a
collision, people from relatively prosperous countries with
strong institutions were less likely to spare a pedestrian
who stepped into traffic illegally.

No matter their age, gender or country of residence,
most people spared humans over pets, and groups of
people over individuals. Still, before adding some personal
interests. But agreement ends there.

Of course, there are lots of critics of this survey as well,
although the authors say that their scenarios represent the
minor moral judgements that human drivers make routinely.

So for me, this is the main problem is self-driving cars
sphere. The survey described above shows that there are
no universal rules, according to which driverless car should
act in extreme situations. No one can come up with a
perfect set of perfect rules for such situations. In most
cases — normal cases — self-driving cars are safer,
because they act according to rules without any violation.

So for now, people need to understand which risks we
are willing to take, since it's impossible to remove them
completely.
